3.	Old Business:  None.

4.	New Business.  A Site Plan Application Review under the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance for Linda Bernier and Richard & Diane St. Laurent, 10 and 20 Blossom Lane (Map 31, Lot Nos. 18 and 19) for approval of road setback.  Both Richard & Diane St. Laurent were present at this meeting representing Linda Bernier (Diane St. Laurent’s sister).  They reside at 28 Blossom Lane.  Linda Bernier currently resides in Castle Rock, Colorado, and, therefore, could not be present.  Linda Bernier owns both Lot Nos. 20 and 25, which are subdivision lots.  Diane St. Laurent stated that they put together the application being presented at this meeting.  This is a lakefront property.  A septic plan (SWDS Application) has been completed and was included in the board’s packets.  Linda Bernier owns 400 feet of frontage.  This was brought to this board because she needs a variance to the road.  This is a long, narrow lot.  The Planning Board has jurisdiction to reduce front setbacks.  The Planning Board will need to make a comparison to other structures on the road.
	David Shaw – CEO stated that this request is exactly the same way the Minkowsky property review went, except there is no slope.
	Eave heights will be needed, along with gutter line and the ridge and also a better setback plan.
	This item was brought to this board, at this meeting, to accept the application only and to schedule it for a Site Visit.  A configuration of any extensions of the deck, in addition to the eave heights, etc. will need to be provided at the next regularly scheduled Planning Board meeting, which is November 13, 2014.
	Michael Cyr stated that there are portions of the building to landmark.
	The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Michael Cyr, seconded by Larry Saucier to accept the application for Site Plan Review for Linda Bernier and Richard & Diane St. Laurent, 10 and 20 Blossom Lane, (Map 31, Lot Nos. 18 and 19), along with the request for the above additional information.

The escrow amount was determined to be $250.00 and the Planning Board application fee of $150.00.  
	The Site Visit is scheduled for Monday, October 20, 2014, at 5:30 pm.  The notification to the abutting property owners will be mailed by Certified Mail on Tuesday, October 14, 2014.  In closing, Diane St. Laurent said the site has been all staked out for the Site Visit.
