Meeting Minutes
April 9, 2015

Due to Board Member John Dovinsky’s absence, Cindy Parker was the Acting Voting Member.

1.     	Call to Order.  This meeting was called to order by Steve O’Donnell - Chair at 7:06 p.m.  

2.	Approval of Minutes:   February 12, 2015.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Larry Saucier, seconded by Ray Simond to accept and approve the Planning Board meeting minutes for March 12, 2015, as submitted.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

3.	Old Business.  None.

4.	New Business.  A Subdivision Amendment for the Painter Estates Subdivision (Christopher R. Trenholm), 615 Main Street, Monmouth (Map 16, Lot 16-1).  Paul Roupp, on behalf of the applicant, was present at this meeting, along with the applicant, Christopher R. Trenholm.  Distributed at this meeting to board members was correspondence from Bill Monagle, Executive Director of the Cobbossee Watershed District regarding the Phosphorus Control Plan Review and also Worksheet 2 on Pre-PPE and Post-PPE Calculations.  Paul Ruopp also brought a copy of the proposed amended Subdivision Plan.  This item is a continuation from the last meeting on March 12, 2015 where Paul Ruopp briefly introduced this item to be placed on the agenda.    The Application for Subdivision Amendment has been submitted to move the approved building envelope on Lot 3, per the plan approved in 2007, to that shown on the amended Subdivision Plan.  The proposed building envelope moves westerly of down slope approximately 250 feet from the westerly ROW limit of Main Street.  The lot is currently an unmaintained orchard.  
	Steve O’Donnell reiterated the last review (2007).  The current issue is whether the new location will meet the prior approval and standards.  The 2008 manual was changed by the DEP.  The proposed location will be further away from the road.  Driveway runoff needs to be taken into consideration.  The driveway will be extended 150 feet.
	As stated in Bill Monagle’s correspondence, the end result of this plan is that there will be 0.13 lbsP/yr exported from Lot 3 to Cochnewagon Lake which maintains compliance with the phosphorus standard for the lake.  In conclusion, he finds that this proposed amendment to the Painter Estates Subdivision to satisfy the phosphorus standards for Cochnewagon Lake.  
	It was determined by board members that a Site Visit of this property is not required to move the building envelop, however, board members can visit the site.  A Public Notice will need to be mailed (certified mail) to the immediate abutting property owners and also notification needs to be placed in the local newspaper, prior to the next regularly scheduled Planning Board meeting, which is Thursday, May 14, 2015.  Factual items are necessary from any abutting property owner during this process. The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Michael Cyr, seconded by Ray Simond to waive a Site Visit regarding the Subdivision Amendment for the Painter Estates Subdivision.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).
	No site review is necessary.  

5.	Other Business.  David Shaw stated that the Shoreland Ordinance did not make it to the Board of Selectmen members, however the Comprehensive Plan did.  Shoreland Zoning is required and regulated by the State.  The State of Maine’s Master Plan was re-written and went into effect on January 15, 2015.  The new ordinance was sent, however,  no Code Enforcement Officers were in receipt of this.  One (1) change made was the expansion of 75 feet or more within a 100 foot buffer.  The 30% Rule is not used in Monmouth.  Monmouth can be stricter than the State’s standards.    Municipalities can expand and their Planning Board’s have authority to reduce back to a 25 foot setback.  Any changes in the Shoreland Zoning, for that municipality, still needs permission from the DEP.  The Town of Monmouth is in receipt of records dating back to 1996.  David Shaw commented that both himself and board members need to sit down and compare and go through the Ordinance.  There are changes in every paragraph.  The State’s version of the Shoreland Ordinance contains 79 pages.
	Cindy Parker commented that there are eight (8) waterbodies in the Town of Monmouth.  The most in one (1) municipality than any others in the state.
