1.     	Call to Order.  This meeting was called to order by Steve O’Donnell - Chair at 7:03 p.m.  

2.	Approval of Minutes:  
November 13, 2014.  The following changes were made to the draft meeting minutes for November 13, 2014.  Item No. 2.  Approval of Minutes:  October 9, 2014.  The motion was made by Michael Cyr and seconded by John Dovinsky.  In Item No. 3.  Old Business, Third Paragraph, the date in the last sentence shall read, “October 3, 2007”.  In Item No. 8.  Adjournment, the motion was made by John Dovinsky and seconded by Larry Saucier.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Larry Saucier, seconded by Michael Cyr to accept the Planning Board meeting minutes for November 13, 2014 with the above changes.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).
December 11, 2014.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Ray Simond, seconded by Michael Cyr to accept the Planning Board meeting minutes for December 11, 2014, as presented.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

3.	Old Business.  None.

4.	New Business.  None.

5.	Other Business.  Workshop Regarding Review of Draft Board of Appeals Ordinance and Proposed Changes to both the Shoreland Zoning and Comprehensive Building Ordinances.  The Draft Board of Appeals Ordinance dated January 5, 2015 was reviewed.  Ed Phillips stated that the intent is to legally form a Board of Appeals Ordinance.  Section 3.  Officers; Meetings; Quorum; Procedure.  The following sentences shall be added to the end of this section to read, “The Board may waive cases of extreme hardship.”  “Fees may be altered/waived by the Municipal Officers.”  There was a brief discussion regarding  non-refundable and escrow fees.   An escrow account, which is typical with the Planning Board, is set up to cover public notification, legal advertising, and related expenses.  Steve O’Donnell asked David Shaw in regards to Section 4.  Jurisdiction; Appeals – Does the building code make reference to the Board of Appeals?  David Shaw responded that there is no reference to Board of Appeals.  The reference is made to IBC and NUBEC.  Steve O’Donnell stated that he is concerned with sufficient cross reference.  The word, “aggravated” needs to be replaced with the word, “aggrieved” throughout the entire document.  Section 10.  Effective Date.  The date needs to be filled in as “June 9, 2015”.  The above changes will be made and brought back to another joint Board of Appeals/Planning Board meeting before the Ordinance deadline, which is April 1, 2015.  This document needs to be brought to the Board of Selectmen before April 1, 2015 for their review and in order for it to be placed on the Warrant for June 9, 2015.  These changes will be reviewed by Curtis Lunt – Town Manager.
	
Comprehensive Building Ordinance.  The following changes were made.
Under Section 4.1.3 Required Building Setbacks, delete Sub-section 4.1.3.2.1.
Section 4.1.6 Flag Lots, Sub-section 4.1.6.1 Dimensional Standards.  
Define Flag Lots split – The lot width shall be 200’ minimum, excluding access without public sewer.
The following suggestions were made:  
· That the corridor is included in the 200’ minimum with public sewer at 150 feet. 
· That minimum lot sizes that R.O.W. corridor shall not be counted in the required lot frontage.
· That there are side/rear setbacks for Flag Lots.
It was decided to look at other Ordinances in other towns.  David Shaw will do some research.
Sub-section 4.1.3.4.1 Minimum Side & Rear Setbacks.  Accessory structures must meet setback standards.  Six feet (6’) back for a 200 SF (10’ x 20’) shed.  It was decided to leave this “as is”, but with no changes made.
Section 5.4.4 Fire Detection Equipment, Sub-section 5.4.4.4 to include smoke detectors and also to add carbon monoxide and heat detectors, which shall be labeled as conforming to the current requirements of Underwriter’s Laboratories (UL).
Section 6.1.1 Subdivisions, Sub-section 6.1.2.1 A.  Change 3,000 to 5,000 SF .
Sub-section 6.7.1.6 Business Signs.  For a freestanding sign – need size and height of the sign.  The size of the business determines the size of the sign.  Also need size and height of  an attached to building sign.
Sub-section 6.8.3.4 Signs.  New Multi-Family developments (2’ x 2’) (4 SF) – change up to 3’ x 4’ (12 SF).
Miscellaneous Lot Frontage – This is to encourage people to build on water and sewered areas.

At this point in the meeting, John Dovinsky excused himself from the remainder of the meeting at 8:40 pm.

Fence Requirements (2009, Chapter 356).
Farmland needs to be identified and added into the requirements for subdivisions – Section 6.1.1 Subdivisions.
These changes all need to be made and forwarded to the DEP.

	Shoreland Zoning Ordinance.   This Ordinance only had two (2) changes.  These changes need to be made, reviewed by the Planning Board and sent to the Board of Selectmen.  There have been no changes made since November 8, 2011.  The only two (2) changes made include:  Section C.  Non-conforming Structures, Sub-Section (1)(a)v.  Setback from private roads in Shoreland Zone.  On the third line, add the wording after the word, “approving” – “a project for construction of a new structure on a non-conforming lot of record” and before the word “an”.  Also on the fourth line after the word, “relocation” add the wording, “of an existing structure” before the words, “where lot size ….”
