BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes June 24, 2015

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and Dianna Boisvert - Member.  
ABSENT:    Harold Jones  and Darlene Sanborn - Members.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Mgr., David Shaw – CEO, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, Sandra Schiller, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ. 

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Oath of Office for Newly Elected Officers.  At this point in the meeting, 	Sandra Schiller was sworn in as the 
newest Board of Selectmen Member, replacing Harold Jones.  Her term will begin July 2015.

3. Minutes of June 10, 2015.  There were no changes made to this set of meeting minutes.  The following motion 
was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to accept the Board of Selectmen meeting minutes for June 10, 2015, as written.
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).

4. Dept. Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said he did not have much to report.  There were three (3) 
accidents in the past two- (2-) week period.  One (1) was on Route 202 last Saturday.  Chief Mulherin thanks the Fire Dept. on their response.   Chief Mulherin stated that Officers Wessling and Alexander have done a very good job on the sexual assault case.  It will be, however, a while before this is finished up.  
	David Shaw – CEO said the Court Clerk was on vacation.  The Town can now take possession of the Weiss property.  The Writ to Occupy Building was mailed out today.  David Shaw said he will need to post and secure the building.  He commented that business is usual for this time of year.  Within the next year, he will get his recertification.  This will require 35 hours of schooling and includes  i.e. legal issues.  The Unified Building Code remains at 2009.  The change from 2009 to 2015 can still happen.  This does not require money from the State. 
Bruce Balfour – PW Director distributed to board members the Paving List.  Opening results of the bids will be  
July 8, 2015.  Bruce Balfour mentioned a good Website to go to to get information.  That Website is Maine.gov\MDOT\Mapviewer.   The beach is all set up for the summer season.  Paul Fox will do roadside mowing in the next week.  The crew spent some 12 hours cleaning up Maple Street.  He distributed five (5) photographs of this effort.  He also distributed a photograph of the tree at Cumston Hall.  He wants blessing from board members to remove this.  The Monmouth Youth Football will have a fundraiser (bottle drive) on Saturday, July 11, 2015 at the Transfer Station.  This could also take place on Sunday, July 12, 2015, also.   The Transfer Station is an ideal spot to monitor bats.   Included in the board packets was the brochure on the North American Bat Monitoring Program (NA Bat).  This area will be monitored for up to four (4) days.  The monitoring will take place in a tree.  Cory Mosby, who is a furbearer/small mammal biologist, will do the monitoring.  
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager said the boat launch application is in.  This will take a month.  He mentioned that there are a couple of bills to consider from the Water Association.  Those being in regards to the height of the hydrant recently placed.  The bill was for $771.  The engineer estimate was for $1,500.  The bill came in at $1,843.  This is an additional $343, plus the $771., which totals $1,114.  This was for the new hydrant in North Monmouth.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to pay the Water Association for the extra costs incurred totaling $1,114 from the Welch Fund.
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).

5. Public Comments.  Timothy McDonald mentioned the Revitalization Plan.  He said the 2003 Downtown Plan needs
to be updated.  The Economic Development Committee (EDC) is working on a proposal from KVCOG.  This should be coming to this board in the future.  

6. Maple Street Nature Park.  Curtis Lunt said that there was a meeting held on June 16th with himself, Lloyd 
McCabe, Bruce Balfour, Herb Whittier, and Randy Schiller and the following is a result of that meeting.  Three (3) benches and a picnic table were donated to the Town by Lloyd McCabe.  Landscaping is being done now at the park.  There are two (2) drainage pipes that are coming together.  Bruce Balfour will consult with the MDOT on this.  Lloyd McCabe wants to remove some of the rabbit hutches.  This would make for a good place for storage.  The building sits on cement block posts.  The whole park needs guidance on what to do with it.  The following motion was made.  
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to accept the donation of benches and the picnic table to the Town  at the Maple Street Nature Park.
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).
And
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to designate the Conservation Commission to oversee the Maple Street Nature Park property, subject to the oversight being conducted by Bruce Balfour – PW Director.
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).

7. 2014/15 Fiscal Year Audit Contract.  Runyon Kersteen Ouellette (RKO) proposes to provide services to the
Town of Monmouth, which will include an audit of the financial statements of the governmental activities for the year ended June 30, 2015.   The following motion was made to retain these services.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to hire RKO to retain services of their audit company to perform the Town of Monmouth Audit for the fiscal year.
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).

8. Resignations – Board of Appeals and Conservation Commission.  Resignation letters were included in 
the board packets from Sandra Schiller (Board of Appeals) and Robert Mulliken (Conservation Commission).  The following motion was made to accept these resignations.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to accept the resignations of Sandra Schiller (Board of Appeals) and Robert Mulliken (Conservation Commission).
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).

9. Annual Appointments.

10. MDOT Contract – Construction of Academy Road Sidewalk.  This is a standard contract.  It is a Locally
 Administered Project Agreement with the Municipality of Monmouth Regarding Construction of Academy Road Sidewalk. Reference was made to Page No. 2, Item C.  Role of Municipality, which states that, “The Municipality shall take the lead in developing the Project and assign a full-time employee with decision-making authority to be responsible for the Project.”  This full-time employee must meet the required certification from the MaineDOT.  Curtis Lunt is certified.  It is encouraged to try to keep the costs down.  The estimated cost of the Project is $657,000.  The following motion was made. 
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to approve the Contract and to authorize Curtis Lunt, as the Town’s Representative, to be the Lead Contact for this project.
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed).

11. Warrant #26 Payroll and Payables.   Curtis Lunt said that this is the last Warrant for the fiscal year.  He then
read the list of items over $1,000.  The following motion was made on Warrant #26.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert, to pay Warrant #26 Payroll ($37,387) and Payables ($80,748).
VOTED:	3-0 (Passed). 


	Timothy McDonald asked Bruce Balfour for an update on the gasoline tank.  He stated Simard & Sons had been contracted.  A Permit with the State of Maine Fire Marshall’s Office is necessary and needed for the gasoline tank.
