Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the May 11 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that one full box of unwanted drugs had been collected on Drug Take-back Day. 31,960 lbs. were collected in Maine, per capita the greatest amount in New England. Daniel Ross, an Afghanistan veteran and member of the Capitol Police has been hired as a reserve officer. A pit party involving 7 underage drinkers was broken up last Friday evening. All were summonsed for criminal trespass. Monmouth officers will be participating in a donut eating contest at Dunkin Donuts in Lewiston to raise money for the Special Olympics. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported of the 3 code violations he is working on, 2 have made significant improvement while one must pay court ordered reimbursement of legal fees. He has been consulting with the DEP for added clarification of building projects in the Shoreland zone.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that Engine 86’s damaged ladder rack has been replaced ($5,700 costs paid by insurance minus the deductible). On May 21, the fire department will be selling hot dogs and hamburgers at the May Faire to raise money for the Junior Firefighters. On May 30, the department will host a Memorial Day Breakfast from 7-10 am. Some firefighters will attend the National Fire Academy’s Maine State Weekend training in Emmitsburg, Maryland. Several firefighters will be attending ventilation operation training in Wales.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the town is seeking bids for paving the Cochnewagan beach and boat launch parking areas. The department will be putting in a sewer line that will eventually provide toilet facilities in the life guard storage building. The town is seeking bids on calcium chloride that is used to keep down dust on unpaved roads. Crew members will receive training in chainsaw safety. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that Monmouth’s share of the Kennebec County budget assessment has gone up $6,500 or 1.8%. Low bidder on the Cochnewagan Boat Launch Project was Canty Construction of West Gardiner at $71,275. This project is scheduled to be completed by July 1, 2016. At this point (86% of the FY) in the 2015-2016 fiscal year, expenditures are at 84% and revenue is at 104.4%.
