Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the May 25 meeting, Town Manager Curt Lunt read the dedication in the Town Report which this year was to Nancy Ludewig. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported on a Colby Drive building project on Cobbossee Lake where the Planning Board gave permission for a summer cabin to be taken down and an $800,000 home constructed. Much ledge needed to be removed and blasting will be needed. April 2016 building permit values were $187,000 with $1,100 in fees collected. In April 2015, permit values were $470,000, with $$2,400 in fees collected. 
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that officers have completed firearms training with the Winthrop PD. Officers took part in the Special Olympics at Bates College. Officer Dan Ross has begun his training with Monmouth officers. A video monitoring system will be installed at the PD station.
Library Director Julie Sawtelle reported that the summer reading program will be beginning when school is out. There will be movie nights, a Hip Hop creative movements program, a Cherwonki program, and crafts projects. Maine authors will continue to be invited to speak.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew has closed dams on Monmouth lakes because of the dry weather. The sewer line at the Town Beach is finished. On June 6 the beach parking lot will be paved. Calcium Chloride has been put on gravel roads to reduce the amount of dust. American flags have been repaired and new brackets put up in South Monmouth, East Monmouth, North Monmouth, at the Center. The new transfer station trailer is ready to be delivered. Fourteen people brought hazardous waste to the disposal site at Augusta Public Works. On June 2 the crew will attend the annual highway workers conference at Skowhegan Fairgrounds. Canty Construction has begun work on the boat launch parking area which will be completed in June. State Paving was the low bidder to pave town roads this year at $58.65 per ton. Roads to be paved are Academy Road to Cottrell School, Beach Road, Berry Road from the railroad to Rt. 135, Blue Road from Norris Hill to Rt. 202, Bog Road, Gray Mill Road, and Wilson Pond Road from Ward Road east. Also the Transfer Station, the Beach Parking area, and the Cumston Hall parking lot. Total Cost $236,000.
If everything on the Town Warrant passes, and the RSU 2 Budget passes, the tax rate will increase about $100 per $100,000 property valuation or one mill. This will be somewhat off-set by an increase in the Homestead exemption which will reduce taxes by $78 for all who receive it.
