Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the June 22 meeting, Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that he had run 3.5 miles in the Special Olympics Torch Run. Officers took part in the Good Shepherd Mobile Food Bank held in the Town Office parking lot. Recent Superior Court decisions were reviewed during training. During May 2016, officers responded to 198 calls for service. They conducted 64 motor vehicle stops with 9 criminal summonses or arrests, covered 4 motor vehicle accidents; 2 involved summonses for leaving the scene. 7 summonses were issued for criminal trespass with 2 for alcohol possession by minors. Officers assisted motorists and citizens 38 times and other departments 36 times.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw said he has been dealing with numerous complaints involving an 8,000 sq.ft. house being built on Cobbossee Lake. The construction involves much debris and blasting of ledge. The DEP has been involved. He continues with inspections of a number of other new homes under construction.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that paving of the Beach Parking Lot has been completed. The basketball Court at the beach will be given an overlay to improve its surface. There was a sewer line break on Maple Street involving a line under pressure creating a 2-foot-high geyser and runoff into Mud Brook and then into Annabessacook Lake. Pat Jackson pumped sewage at the station down on Cobbossee Road. The new Transfer Station trailer has been wired and is ready for service. The oldest trailer will be sold. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that 472 people voted, 15% of the 3,086 registered voters in Monmouth. The only item that failed to pass was the electronic sign at the Town Office. This means I can keep my job of maintaining the present sign. Healthy Communities of the Capital Area (www.hccame.org) assessed Monmouth facilities (schools, parks, playgrounds, trails, water activities, and recreational facilities) and rated them 74 out of a possible 100 points. Programs and Policies were rated 69. Call the Town Office (933-2206) if you have a good name for the improved beach and boat launch facilities on Cochnewagan Lake.
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
