Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the beginning of the July 20 meeting, it was noted that former town manager Steve Dyer had died recently. He was only 57 years old. 
Chief of Police Kevin Mulherin reported that officers will be at the Cobbossee boat launch assisting wardens supervising people putting in their boats and finding places to park their trailers during the Concert on the Lake. The department will be holding National Night Out at the police station on August 2 at 6pm. There will be free food and a number of activities for kids of all ages.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he has been busy with paperwork and inspections of construction projects in town. A new home is being built on Anderson Road. The owner of the illegal junkyard on Wilson Pond Road will be receiving final notification before court action is taken.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that firefighters were called to a fatal motor vehicle accident in Litchfield in which two women were killed and they spent four hours at the scene. Litchfield Fire Department’s extrication equipment experienced a breakdown so Monmouth was called. During this first time use, the new Edraulic extrication tools performed well. Firefighters have been busy being trained as drivers and pumpers on the new Engine 81. It should now be in service with Engine 83 in service by the end of July. On July 31, Rte.132 will be closed between both ends of Academy Road during a controlled burn of two old buildings.  Both new trucks CAF systems will be used during this training. Academy Road will be used as the detour during the burning. Also on that day, the Junior Firefighters will be helping supervise a 5K road race. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the large old destroyed culvert on South Monmouth Road was replaced. The area will be paved in the next few weeks. North Monmouth Beach is now open with a life guard on duty for 4 hours a day. Some signs are needed, especially one with beach rules.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported on a water leak in the sprinkler system at Cumston Hall. The Theater at Monmouth was using their fog machine and the person who shut off the fire suppression system during this time didn’t do it properly. The water lines for the sprinkler system were charged with water and a pipe broke in the cellar, flooding it. Fortunately, caretaker Buddy Floyd was there and was able to shut it down, but not before there was a considerable amount of water damage to duct work insulation as well as other areas. 
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
