Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the August 3 meeting, Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he continues to work on many inspections of new construction with another new house going in on Anderson Road.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that about 120 people attended National Night Out at the police station. The burning of the 2 old buildings on Rt. 132 went without any problems. On August 18 at 6 pm there will be a blessing of the new trucks at the Fire Station. Training will continue to focus on their operation. On August 21-22 junior firefighters will go to Boston to visit some of the fire stations there.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew cleaned up around the Town Garage in preparation for Monmouth Fair. The cost of salt for next winter is down $3 per ton. Paving is ongoing. Funding from the sign grant came in and many signs (mostly speed limit signs) will be replaced with the newer, more reflective signs.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin’s report stated that officers responded to 219 calls for service in June. They conducted 79 motor vehicle stops resulting in 8 criminal summonses or arrests. There were 2 arrests for theft, one for burglary, one for suspicious activity, and one for a sex offense. Officers assisted other departments 51 times and assisted citizens 34 times.
Randy Schiller, president of the Conservation Commission, reported that the Whittier Woods Trail at the Cobbossee Boat Launch is being connected to the Camp Cobbossee trails through work clearing a trail by the Maine Conservation Corps. Master Naturalist Linda McKee will be working with the Kennebec Land Trust to provide signs and a program. The Camp Cobbossee trails will only be able to be used when camp is not in session.
Selectmen set the tax rate for 2016-2017 at $16.55 per $1,000. This is an increase of $.95 (6%) over the past fiscal year. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that letters were sent out for 162 tax liens (5.8% of all taxable property) with a total value of $237,025. The figure is a slight reduction from last year. 
Curt Lunt received a letter of commendation from the Maine Town, City, and County Management Association for having met certain professional development criteria. He is among a select few town, city, or county managers to receive this certification.
