Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the August 17 meeting, Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that about 100 people attended the Bean Hole Supper Fund Raiser at Monmouth Fair. He apologized for the fact that this year the beans were too dry. On August 18 at 6pm the ceremonial Blessing of the Trucks and “Push-In” took place. On August 21 the Junior Firefighters went to Boston to visit some of the firehouses there. All money for the trip was raised by the junior members. On September 10 members of the department will take old Engine 2 and one of the new firetrucks to the Old Greene Days Parade. They will compete in a muster with other departments.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that at one point during National Night Out about 110 people were counted at the event. He thanked Winthrop Ambulance, Monmouth Public Works, and Monmouth Fire Department for bringing trucks and equipment. Officer Aaron Paradis has begun the 18-week officer training at the Maine Criminal Justice Academy.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that on September 12 he will go to court for the Wilson Pond Road illegal junkyard. Since June 1 he has written permits for about $2.1 million worth of building projects in Monmouth. He said that many younger families are building homes and moving to Monmouth.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that Wilson Pond Road, Blue Road, Academy Road, Beach Road, Gray Mill Road, 2 culverts, the Transfer Station, and the Center Beach basketball court have been repaved. $185,000 of the $225,000 budgeted has been spent so far. Bog Road may be repaved.
