BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes June 8, 2016

ABSENT:   Darlene Sanborn – Member.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, David Shaw - CEO, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ.

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.  

2. Minutes of May 25, 2016.  There were no changes made.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Dianna Boisvert, seconded by Timothy McDonald to move to accept the Board of Selectmen meeting    
		minutes for May 25, 2016, as written.

3. Dept. Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief gave thanks to Officers Wessling, Chad Wright, and
Bruce McDonald.  He said that 43 kids graduated from the DARE Program.  Cake, ice cream, and soft drinks were served.  Mark Burgess placed the new “Police” sign at the Police Station.  Cameras are now in the building.  The “Torch Run” is tomorrow, June 9, 2016.  He is participating along with his son-in-law.  This starts at 8:30 am.  Chief Mulherin stated that Rick Grant turned in his uniforms yesterday.  He has served 7-8 years for the Police Dept.  Curtis Lunt stated that he will write a letter to him regarding his dedicated years of service to the Town.
David Shaw – CEO said there are five (5) new houses going at the present time.  He is doing inspections.  Each 
are between 7-11 inspections per house.  In regards to the Ryan junkyard on Route 202, the mortgage company has paid the taxes and fines.  The Town was paid $5,300.  They will be in to obtain permits for work at that location this week.  Hopefully, within two (2) months there will be a new owner.  
Dan Roy – Fire Chief stated that his dept. has had 58 calls to service.  There were a couple of unique calls – one 
being an accident on the 25th.  Another on May 30, 2016 – being a rollover accident on Gilman Street.  There was a structure fire that began in the basement on Wilson Road.  This ended in being a complete loss.  On Memorial Day, his dept. feed 190 people.  His dept. participated in the parade and service.  He thanked his firefighters for all they did.  There is a two- (2-) day workshop in Westbrook on how to write SOP’s.  This Friday, at Monmouth Academy two (2) scholarships and a Certificate of Achievement will be handed out.  Scott & Dean Mulliken will be present to hand out.  On Sunday, June 19, 2016, the Truck Committee will be flying down to Louisiana to finalize the specs on the new trucks.  At the end of June, the new trucks will be here.  They will first go to New England Apparatus for detailing.  He is hoping to have them in service the second week of July 2016.  There will be a blessing of the trucks.  The “Monmouth Beach Party” will take place on Saturday, July 2, 2016.  It begins at 5:00 pm in the downtown.  At this point in his update to the board, he distributed the flyers for the “Monmouth Beach Party”.  $4,000 in donations have been raised so far.  There are still checks coming in.  A letter will be created requesting $1,000 in TIF money.  Chief Roy said they are asking for $1,000 maximum to help in covering the expenses for porta-potties, T-shirts, a DJ, and advertising.  Chief Roy does not feel that they will need that much for the incidental expenses.  Curtis Lunt asked that receipts be obtained and that that would be sufficient.  They will know July 2, 2016 how much is needed.  He is, therefore, asking the board to approve up to $1,000.  The following motion was made.

VOTED:	3-1 (Passed) (Timothy McDonald Abstained).
After the above motion, Dan Roy will create an invoice.  The check will be deposited.  He will keep receipts and then reimburse the Town for any amount not used.  Timothy McDonald stated that the Lakes Region Chamber will announce the beach party with a banner and that the Lakes Region Chamber will pay for the banner.
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director stated that the Transfer Trailer came in last Wednesday.  He has been busy with the beach and boat launch projects.  The toilets have been installed in the ground for the boat launch.   The parking lot for the beach has all been cleaned out (250 yards of gravel).  His dept. will be using gravel from Pike Industries.  The beach is slated to open on Thursday, June16, 2016.  Bruce Balfour wants to get it paved and coordinate with the beach/boat project.  There will be an extra porta-potty for a week at the “Concert-On-The-Lake”.  This will cost an additional $100.  If there is a lock-down at the school, the children will use the Public Works Garage.  
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager reminded everyone to remember to vote on Tuesday, June 14, 2016, in the Primary Election.  He then distributed a list of the “Appointed Election Clerks”.  


4. Public Comments.  Timothy McDonald reminded the board about the Lions Club Yard Sale on Saturday.

5. Application for Catered Function.  This item was presented by Curtis Lunt.  At the previous Board of 
Selectmen meeting (May 25, 2016), this item was tabled to this meeting, due to parking concerns expressed by Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief.   Kevin Mulherin said that after making contact, this event is scheduled for the 25th, not June 11, 2016.  The wedding will take place in Auburn, Maine.  There will be no parking on the street, therefore, no vehicles.  People will be bused or use the Speech Therapy parking lot.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to approve the Application for Catered Function by Qualified Catering Organization (Pete’s Pig Southern BBQ) at 434 US Route 202, North Monmouth.

6. Recycler License Renewal – Phil’s Garage & Salvage.  There are no violations found, as per David 
Shaw’s inspection on June 6, 2016 and as stated in his correspondence to the board.  The following motion was made.

7. Audit Engagement Letter.  This item was presented by Curtis Lunt.  The letter is to confirm the firm of 
Runyon Kersteen Ouellette’s (RKO) understanding of their auditing services they will be providing to the Town of Monmouth, Maine for the year ended June 30, 2016.  They will be auditing the financial statements of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information, including the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the basic financial statements of the Town of Monmouth, Maine as of and for the year ended June 30, 2016.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to accept the Audit Engagement Letter for the audit services to be provided by the firm of Runyon Kersteen Ouellette for the year ending June 30, 2016.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

8. Transfer Trailer Lease.  This item was presented by Curtis Lunt.  This is the Municipal Lease Purchase 
Proposal by Androscoggin Bank for the Transfer Trailer (2016 Spectec Model SEC419696 Steel Ejector Trailer with Motor, unit serial #1S9ES4121GS188850) together with any associated equipment and attachments.  It is a two- (2-) year lease.  The cost of the equipment is $90,936, less town funds of $35,000, bringing the total lease amount to $55,936.  There will be two (2) annual installments and the interest rate is at 2.34% per annum.   The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Sandra Schiller to move to approve the Municipal Lease Purchase Proposal for the Transfer Trailer.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

9. Warrant #25 – Payroll and Payables.  Curtis Lunt read a listing of  items over $1,000.  New doors have
been installed at the Public Works Garage.  The salt shed has been sided.  The following  motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to approve Warrant #25 – Payroll $51,771 and
	Payables $572,561.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).
 
Before Adjournment, Sandra Schiller said there was a $21,000 increase to the School Budget at the June 1, 2016 meeting.  Timothy McDonald said that would equate to an increase of 1/10th of the MIL.  Timothy McDonald also commented that he will be speaking to Mr. Zimmerman regarding a Tech Program.
