BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes June 10, 2015

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and Darlene Sanborn and Dianna Boisvert - Members.  
ABSENT:    Harold Jones - Member.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Mgr., David Shaw – CEO, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ. 

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dedication of the 2013-2014 Town Report.  The dedication was performed by Doug Ludewig first to Pauline 
McDougald and then to Lloyd McCabe.  Doug Ludewig read the Town Report Dedications.  Family and friends were present for both.  Photographs were taken.

3. Minutes of May 27, 2015.  There were minor grammatical changes made to these meeting minutes by Doug 
Ludewig.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to accept the May 27, 2015 Board of Selectmen Meeting Minutes, with grammatical changes. 
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

4. Dept. Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief participated in the Special Olympics Donut Eating Contest 
that took place on Friday, May 29, 2015, on Strawberry Avenue in Lewiston Maine.  He reported that he came in Third Place.  Both the Kennebec County Deputy and Chief Mulherin  ran in the Torch Run and handed off the torch in Winthrop.  Everybody in his dept., with the exception of one (1) reserve officer, have passed the Fire Arms Qualification.  There will be a Dept. Meeting on Thursday, June 18, 2015 – this is more of a training session for Tazor Training.
	David Shaw – CEO referred to his report for last month.  A few new things have come up.  He stated that he was in court today with the Weiss eviction.  Adverse possession notification has been made.  Mrs. Weiss has since re-married and wants no part of the building.  The Town will take possession of the building in the allotted seven- (7-) day period.  The Compliance Hearing on Richard Ryan (Route 202) never took place.  Mr. Shaw said he has been given some extra days.    Mr. Ryan needs to go to court for MDOT driveway violations.  David Shaw stated that Richard Ryan is moving in the right direction.  Adam Parsons was served, at his door by a police officer, a new “Notice of Violation/Corrective Action” letter.  His property is on Cobbossee Road.  He has 25-30 bags of household trash, which is in violation of the Town of Monmouth’s Solid Waste Ordinance.  He has been ordered to take corrective action before June 30, 2015.  Either he obtains a valid junkyard permit or he removes all the debris and miscellaneous material from the site to an approved facility.
	At this point in the meeting, Timothy McDonald asked Curtis Lunt if he had an up-to-date tax-acquired property listing.  Curtis Lunt responded that he will pull together a listing.
	Dan Roy – Fire Chief thanked the citizens for coming out to vote on June 9, 2015.  2/3 of the voters voted.  The Budget was passed and also Article 5 for the Town to enter into a 15-year lease purchase agreement to purchase two (2) fire engines, a pumper, a heavy rescue pumps and extrication tools, to replace three (3) trucks:  a 1988 pumper, a 2001 pumper, and a 2008 heavy rescue truck.  The next step is to form a Truck Committee.  This will be discussed at their Business Meeting tomorrow.  He is excited about it.  There were good numbers and the Fire Dept. will still provide the same type of service with one (1) less fire engine.  He said he will try to lower the ISO rating for the Town.  He expects, by summer of next year to have delivery of both trucks.  Chief Roy said he will get the process going.  Timothy McDonald said the Feds may raise the MIL rates this fall.  He is concerned.  He stated that the Town will need to lock in soon.  He suggested doing this before the interest rates go up.  This will affect everything.  Dan Roy reported that the call volume is down.  They are at 57 calls for the year.  He reported that five (5) members, including himself, went down to the National Fire Academy in Maryland.  Lots of training and networking took place.  Reverend Roundy is retiring.  There will be a Retirement Party  on Saturday, June 20, 2015, at the Packard Center.  Upcoming training includes Ladder Training and Search/Rescue Training.  Chief Roy reported that he has received two (2), new AED’s from the Cardiovascular Center.  His dept. will receive new training from the Winthrop Ambulance Service.  These were part of the Grant that his dept. received.  Each AED is approximately $1,800 each.  
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director said his dept. has been working on the gravel roads and removing brush.  The Budget is looking well.  They are still good at $45,000-$50,000 remaining in their Budget.  Bruce Balfour distributed to Board Members the Proposed Paving FY2015/2016.  Curtis Lunt commented that Prescott Hill is less of a priority on this listing.  The top numbers are the footage/width in the road and do not include shimming.  The bottom numbers are how long the road is.  The estimate was at 100 lbs./square yard.  Bruce Balfour said that they will not be able to do it all.  He would like to do crack sealing.  It has not been done for some time.  It has been four (4) to five (5) years since this was last done.  Bruce Balfour then distributed the Town of Monmouth Roads Listing.  2.05 is the same number for paving.  This is for information only.  At this point, Doug Ludewig thanked Public Works on paving the road up to Cumston Park.  Bruce Balfour responded that he likes to beautify the Town.  The sidewalk work will be started next spring.  Doug Ludewig also commented that the dog problem has been resolved in North Monmouth.
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager said that the Town will close their books for the Fiscal Year on June 30, 2015.  The Town Office will be closing at 1:00 pm that day.  Also, since the 4th of July Holiday falls on a Saturday this year, the Town Office will be closed on Monday, July 6, 2015. Another day the Town Office will be closed will be Wednesday, July 15, 2015 for Motor Vehicle Training.  Curtis Lunt distributed to Board Members the Municipal Election Results.  Everything listed on the Warrant passed (all 28 Articles).  Sandra Schiller was voted in as the new Selectperson, Assessor and Overseer of the Poor; Edmund Zuis ran unopposed for the RSU#2 Board of Directors; and also Kristin J. Sanborn ran unopposed for as a Cumston Library Trustee.  All three (3) will serve for a three- (3-) year term.  

5. Public Comments.  Darlene Sanborn stated a concern that Cumston Hall was left open all night last Friday.
Both the stairwell and front doors were left unlocked.  Curtis Lunt will speak to both Buddy and the Police Dept. on security.  Darlene Sanborn stated her concern that Cumston Hall has kept the Town of Monmouth on the map.  This building needs to be secured.  Darlene Sanborn commented to Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief to place this on their “drive-by” list for the Monmouth Police Dept.  

6. PW Gas Tank Replacement.  The quote from Simard & Sons, Inc. was discussed.  The quote for both labor 
and materials totals $8,628.00.  Fifty percent (50%) is due upon acceptance ($4,314.00) and the other fifty percent (50%) is due upon completion ($4,314.00).  If a double-wall tank you do not need berms or containment around it.  There are no federal or state taxes when you own your own.  If the Town of Monmouth replaces the existing 1,000 gallon ABG gasoline tank, it will be owned by the Town of Monmouth.  Curtis Lunt commented that the Town of Monmouth controls its own source.  Simard & Sons, Inc. knows our system.  This can be paid for with the remaining balance left in the PW Winter accounts.  The Police Dept. gets a ten percent (10%) discount for gas at the Quik Stop.  Bruce Balfour said it will cost $2,000.00 to remove the tank alone.  The existing tank is not leaking now because there is less fuel in it.  The following is a breakdown of the amount spent for gas:  150 gallons of gas costs $307.00.  291 gallons of gas costs $330.00 for Winthrop.  It is a total of $637 per month.  In the winter, it is more.  The Police Dept. is the primary user.  Timothy McDonald said that this new tank would have a life expectancy of 20 years.  It would be a five- (5-) year payback.  This makes sense.  The following motion was necessary and was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to replace the existing 1,000 gallon ABG gasoline tank with Simard & Sons, Inc. bid.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

7. Boating Facilities Fund Grant Application.  This is a 50/50 Grant with the State.   This is a Concept Plan for 
Beach Road Park Improvements.  Wright-Pierce is putting this application together and it is due June 24, 2015.  They are keeping the total amount cost to $100,000.  The process needs to be managed.  This will require a Special Town Meeting to approve. Again, this is a Conceptual Plan.  The direction of the traffic needs to be updated on the flow of the Concept Plan.  Curtis Lunt said that they will try to get as much boat launch money as they can.  

8. CMP Pole Permit Application.  Bruce Balfour presented this item.  He said that there are six (6) poles listed – 
Poles 125, 128, 129, 132, 133, and 136.  He said, however, Pole 125 will need to be moved.  The snow plow hits this all the time.  This pole is located 15’-6” from the center of the Berry Road.  The minimum clearance of wire and cables is not less than 21 feet over the public highway, and/or underground facilities to consist of buried cables, conduits, transformers, and manholes for operation at 7,200 volts to ground single phase.  Underground can be a direct burial cable.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to sign the Location Permit until Bruce Balfour – PW Director is satisfied they move the pole (Pole 125).
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

9. Warrant #25 Payroll and Payables.   Curtis Lunt read a long list of items over $1,000.  This listing was
long, due to the end of the Fiscal Year Budget.  The following motion was made on Warrant #25.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn, to pay Warrant #25 Payroll ($50,138.13) and Payables ($467,178.28).
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed). 

Timothy McDonald asked Bruce Balfour if the axel had been resolved on the Public Works truck.  Bruce Balfour responded with “yes – it just needed to be aligned”.

Before adjournment, Doug Ludewig questioned concealed weapons without a permit.  He asked Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief if this is something we should be concerned about.  Chief Mulherin responded that he will need to look at the law to see what is in it.  
10. Adjourn.  The following motion was made to adjourn.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to adjourn the meeting at 7:19 pm.
