BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes June 22, 2016

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and  Dianna Boisvert and Darlene Sanborn – Members.  
ABSENT:   Sandra Schiller – Member.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, David Shaw - CEO, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ.

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.  

2. Oath of Office for Newly Elected Officers.  Both Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair and Darlene Sanborn – 
Member were sworn in by Curtis Lunt – Town Manager.

3. Minutes of June 8, 2016.  There were no changes made.  The following motion was made.

4. Dept. Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said he and his son-in-law participated in the “Torch 
Run”, which was 3-1/2 miles.  Last Thursday his dept. had their Department Meeting regarding Superior Court Decisions Training.  100 people donated to the Good Shephard Food Bank held in North Monmouth.  His May monthly report shows 198 calls to service.  64 were motor vehicle stops, there were two (2) OUI’s, two (2) operating without licenses, two (2) speeding, etc.  There were four (4) accidents in May – two (2) resulted in personal injury.  The juveniles in the sand pit is included in the May report.  Notes on the juveniles have been placed in files.
	David Shaw – CEO said he is working on his year-end report.  Next month he will present both the monthly and year-end report.  There is a listing of violations included in the board packets that he is working on.  There are lots of complaints regarding Colby Drive.  This is an 8,000 SF home being constructed.  He is working on a mutual conclusion with the DEP.  There are lots of houses going on.
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director said his dept. has been working on the Beach Road Parking Lot project.  He distributed to board members existing and current photographs of the parking lot.  They are working on loam and seed.  The paving done by State Paving.  The Boat Launch is not open yet.  There is state money involved.  His dept. responded to the sewer main break on Maple Street.  His dept. had to shut off a forced main.  The Transfer Trailer went into service Tuesday, June 21, 2016.  Signage will be placed at the Boat Launch.  Timothy McDonald questioned the surface of the basketball court and a raised platform.  Bruce Balfour responded that a thin overlay will be placed on the basketball court.  There will be a raised platform for a DJ for the 4th of July celebration.   Bruce Balfour commented that the lakes are really low for this time of the year.
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager distributed to board members an Application for a License to Operate Beano/Bingo or a Game of Chance.  This is for the American Legion Post #0204.  This will be held at the Monmouth Fair Grounds on Academy Street from August 4-7, 2016 for the “Lucky 7” and  “Nevada” Games.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to approve the Application for a License to Operate Beano/Bingo or a Game of Chance for the American Legion Post #0204, for “Lucky 7” and “Nevada” games to be held at the Monmouth Fair Grounds on Academy Street for August 4-7, 2016.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).
Curtis Lunt also distributed the assessment regarding Healthy Communities of the Capital Area for the Town of Monmouth.  It is a summary of the 2016 Rural Active Living Assessment (RALA).  This was a multi-question survey with observations and an inventory of where Monmouth is at.  Considerations include bikeways or pedestrian walkways, completing a sidewalk linking the Town Hall with the schools, and wider shoulders with bikeways to better support biking and walking by making it safer.  This assessment is a benchmark tool in prioritizing ways to make the community a place where being active is part of the landscape.  Timothy McDonald asked for information as to what the Economic Development Committee (EDC) can do to help.  This is a good assessment to help Monmouth on where improvements can be made.
	Ken  Palleschi – Fire Dept. commented that the on-line burn permits are working great, but should be monitored by each town, not the state. 

5. Public Comments.  Timothy McDonald thanked everyone for supporting the Lions Club Yard Sale on
Saturday.

6. Election Results.  There were 472 ballots.  The Write-In Candidate for the Sanitary District (Christopher 
Taylor) received 28 votes.  There are 3,086 voters. The voter turnout was 15 percent.  The only Article that did not pass, was Article 4 for a 3’ x 5’, double-faced electronic message center, to be added to the existing sign at the Town Office for the sum of $14,000.  The revaluation, which is for an update of the 2007 revaluation of property to improve equity and valuation, will be done next summer. 

7. Local Road Assistance Certificate Program.  Curtis Lunt presented this item.  This is an annual certificate

To be eligible to receive FY2017 Local Road Assistance Program (LRAP) funds, each Municipality must certify that the funds will be used in a manner consistent with Chapter 19 of Title 23.  This funding must be used for Capital Improvements.  This funding is dispensed annually in the fall.  Monmouth is slated to receive one (1) payment of $60,948 by December 1, 2016, for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016. The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to accept the Maine Department of Transportation (MDOT) Local Road Assistance Program.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

8. Warrant #26 – Payroll and Payables.  Curtis Lunt read a listing of items over $1,000.  The following 
motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to pay Warrant #26 – Payroll $35,356.41
 	and Payables $209,609.00.
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).
 
Before Adjournment, Curtis Lunt mentioned that the Beach Road Park Improvements project should have a name to it, such as “Beach Park Boat Launch”, etc.  Darlene Sanborn said that suggestions could be gathered and then put it out there, i.e., “Beach Park”.
