BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes July 20, 2016

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and  Darlene Sanborn, Dianna Boisvert and Sandra Schiller – Members.  
ABSENT:   None.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, David Shaw - CEO, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ.

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

	Curtis Lunt mentioned that Steve Dyer passed away last evening.  He had been the Town Manager of Monmouth for ten (10) years.  He was here in the 1990’s.  Curtis Lunt said that he would get a sympathy card.

2. Minutes of July 6, 2016.  There were no changes made.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Dianna Boisvert, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to accept the Board of Selectmen meeting    
		minutes for July 6, 2016, as written.
VOTED:    	5-0 (Passed).

3. Dept. Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said on Saturday, both he and Officer Parshall did 
parking on the lake for the “Concert-By-The-Lake”.  They were asked by the Warden to make sure boaters are not drinking.   “National Night Out” is posted on Facebook.  The time has been changed to 6:00 pm for Tuesday, August 2, 2016.  Chief Mulherin distributed a flyer announcing this event.  
	David Shaw – CEO said this is a very busy time of the year for him doing paperwork.  There is another house going in on Anderson Road.  It is for a young couple.  He said he has been busy with inspections.  In regards to violations, David Shaw said he has spoken with the Towns Attorney, David Perkins, regarding Benjamin Lahey’s junkyard on Wilson Pond Road.  David Perkins has applied to court for a court date.  Benjamin Lahey has since constructed a fence.  There are 5-6 vehicles in the front yard.  There is no permit for a junkyard.  The Police Dept. has served David Shaw’s Notice of Violation.  
	Dan Roy – Fire Chief reported a relatively quiet two (2) weeks.  His dept. responded to a Mutual Aid call regarding  a car accident in Litchfield.  They were there for four (4) hours.  The accident happened on the Litchfield/Hallowell Road.  His dept. has been very busy training on new apparatus.  They are doing one (1) truck at a time getting people trained.  They need to be properly trained.  At the end of the month, there will be three (3) in service.  There will be a blessing when both the new trucks are in service.  Both new trucks will be brought to the next regularly scheduled Board of Selectmen meeting for show, which is scheduled for August 3, 2016.  On July 31, 2016, they have a live burn.  Police Chief Mulherin will need to close the road.  This will be done after the 5K.  The State of Maine DOT will need to be notified, since it is a State road.  The road will be closed for half a day.  They are calling it “D” Day.  The summer outing is this Saturday, July 23, 2016, at Dan Roy’s home.  Hamburgers and hot dogs will be served.  
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director distributed a photograph of the culvert on South Monmouth Road.  The culvert has been all changed.  This area will be scheduled for paving.  It is a three (3) foot pipe.  The current pipe had collapsed.  He reported that his dept. is working on roads to prepare for paving.  He is also working on signage for the beach.  
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager reported that yesterday there was a break is the sprinkler system at Cumston Hall.  The water pipe broke.  The insurance company is involved.  There was a lot of water damage.  David Shaw said that it activated the smoke alarm system.  Buddy’s space was totally soaked.  The crawl space was soaked.  It was a three (3) inch pipe.  The toilets overflowed.  David Shaw said that the pipe was rusted in the basement and had filled with water pressure.  The valves failed for both the smoke detector and the electric.  The actuator also failed.  
	Curtis Lunt stated that he had written to Time Warner last fall.  Time Warner expired this year. Time Warner has refused both service on Anderson Road and the Tilson Road.  According to Curtis Lunt’s list, they are three (3) miles short.  Curtis Lunt has asked the Town Attorney to write a letter to Time Warner, since there has been no response from Time Warner and the franchise has expired.  
	Curtis Lunt stated that he had asked Buddy to place on Facebook requests for naming of the beach.  Buddy placed this on Facebook with only one (1)  response, that being  – “Monmouth Beach Park”.  Darlene Sanborn said she received two (2) responses – “Monmouth Beach Park” and “Cochnewagan Park”.  The board then decided on two (2) signs – “Monmouth Beach Park” and  “Cochnewagan Boat Landing”.  It was stated that there is a problem with maneuvering of boats at this location.  The State paid for this, but it can be changed,   Next year, it could be changed as to maneuvering of boats in and out.  The following motion was made.

MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to approve the naming for two (2) signs to “Monmouth Beach Park” and “Cochnewagan Boat Landing” for residents and guests only.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).
Guests will be discussed later after the summer season.  There could be a ruling by Parks and Recreation.

4. Public Comment.  Timothy McDonald questioned the amount of $45,280 on the Payables listing.  Curtis Lunt 
responded that this has been taken off the report.  That amount was for Risk Management.  

5. MMA Ballot - Vice President and Directors.  This ballot is for a one- (1-) year term for the Vice President 
and a three- (3-) year term for Executive Committee Members (Directors).   Timothy McDonald commented that there is no choice for us to place names.  Everyone is pre-chosen by MMA.  MMA does not make it clear how to place someone on this listing.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Sandra Schiller, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to vote for the slate of candidates for MMA.
VOTED:	4-1 (Passed) (Timothy McDonald Opposed).

6. MMA Ballot – LPC.  Curtis Lunt said that thee Winthrop Town Council has already voted on Maine Municipal Association’s 
Legislative Policy Committee, voting for both Peter Nielson, Manager – Town of Winthrop and Curtis Lunt, Manager – Town of Monmouth.  It was stated that this was pre-mature, since board members were not presented with a ballot.  Sandra Schiller made the motion to revisit the vote.  There was no second to this motion and no vote taken, therefore, this motion died.  It was decided to keep the ballot as is with both Peter Nielsen and Curtis Lunt being nominated by this board.

7. Quit Claim Deed – Kalle Oakes.  Curtis Lunt stated that this Quit Claim Deed is for property owned by Kalle
Oakes (Map 20, Lot 004039).  He stated that everything has been paid and all obligations have been satisfied.  The following motion was made.
