BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes September 14, 2016

ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, David Shaw – CEO, Jim Grandalhal, Herb Whittier, Chuck & Debra Mailhot, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ – Recording Secretary.

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:03 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

2. Minutes of August 31, 2016.  There were no changes made to this set of meeting minutes.  The following
motion was made.

3. Department Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said the “Drug Take Back” is from 10:00 to 2:00 
on Saturday, October 22, 2016.  Postings will go out and it will be posted on Facebook.  Aaron Paradis is still at the Academy.  The physical tests he has no problem with.  Studying is hard.  He has lost ten (10) lbs.  Chief Mulherin said that his Dept. is gearing up for the Apple Fest.  On Halloween, his Dept. may be passing out candy at the back of the cruisers.  
	David Shaw – CEO said that this is a very busy time of year for him.  He went to court this Monday regarding Wilson Pond Road.  The defendant did not show.  The attorney’s fees need to be paid by the defendant, along with the violations.  The Town’s Attorney will need to follow through with the lien.  He asked the board and received permission to contact the attorney.
	Dan Roy – Fire Chief said his Dept. has been very quiet.  It is the lowest quarterly payroll since he has been Fire Chief.  His Dept. will be participating in the “Greene Day’s Parade”.  Next Monday, his Dept. will be hosting the Cub Scouts.  This year, his Dept. will take then around the block.  He commented that they should be able to fit all of them in one (1) of the new trucks.  Twenty-four of his members will be helping in the Apple Fest.  They will be participating in the “5K Race”.   The Snowmobile Club will be having a fund raiser.  There might also be a car wash that morning with the Junior Firefighters.  His Dept. has three (3) training sessions this month:  a.  All Hands Drive (Sept. 15, 2016), b.  Search and Rescue (Sept. 22, 2016), and c.  Propane Fires, the last Thursday of this month (Sept. 29, 2016).  On October 8, 2016, the Fire Dept.  will have the Annual Fall Harvest.  It will be from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm in front of Cumston  Hall.  There will be recognition of the two (2) new trucks.  All four (4) trucks will be dedicated to four (4) Fire Dept. Members with a combined 200 years of dedicated service.  The four (4) members are as follows:  a.  Everett Palkeschi, Sr., b.  Laurier Fosom, c.  Paul Fox, and d.  Dan Niles. The rain date will be October 15, 2016.  Chief Roy also mentioned revenues to be rolled over.  This includes revenue from restitution checks, etc.  He has a check for $2,600.  He has $3,600 in addition to the restitution checks.  He is requesting approval from the board to allocate the revenue back in  that account when it is received.  This would be used by the Dept. without municipal control.  This is all extra funds.  It is extra money going to a good cause.  This would be sometime the taxpayers don’t need to pay for.  It is Carry-Forward Funds.  This is $2,600 to roll over to the revenue account while the Auditors are doing their annual audit.  If the Auditors approve, then the language could be added in to kick in this amount and spend it within the Fire Department’s needs.   This would be transparent for the Fire Dept.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Sandra Schiller, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move the $2,618.50 check for the Fire Dept. to the Carry-Forward Funds, as listed and per the Auditor’s approval.  
VOTED:    	5-0 (Passed).
If not, this amount would then go to the General Fund.  
	Jim Grandalhal said that the Middle School has been approved.  There have been four (4) meetings so far regarding the property for the new school.  They are currently working with the Water District and the private landowner.  It is proposed to be a Pre-K through 8th Grade Facility.  They have been approved to submit a Concept Plan.  It is better to do both schools at once at the same time.  The RSU#2 has been approved to purchase all three (3) of the properties, totaling 29 acres.  There are 43 acres on the three (3) properties combined.  The Town can cost-effectively purchase the properties.  There is a waterline.  With State approval, they should be able to work around it or remove it.  This will need a Final Referendum.  Jim Grandalhal stated that the following are the calendar of events:  a.  On Sept. 27, 2016 at 6:00 pm notifications will go out regarding the Informational Meeting for members of all five (5) towns.  This will take place at the Middle School.  An Informational Package will be ready by the end of October (i.e. environmental studies, etc).  This will need approval by the end of October 2016.  On October 20, 2016, there will be a straw vote.  November 9, 2016 will be state approval.  All meetings will be held in Monmouth, since it is a Monmouth project.  The state will be paying for the 29 acres of property.  March/April 2017 will be concept approval.  First will be site approval and then the concept approval.  There will be one (1) year of design.  It is possible to have the new school by the Fall of 2019.  Timothy McDonald stated that the Middle School is an historical landmark.  He commented that the gym could be retained as a Community Center, etc.  He then suggested placing the Cottrell School on the market and sell it.
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager stated that Cynthia Parker has resigned from both the Planning Board (as Alternate Member) and the Conservation Commission.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Timothy McDonald,  seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to declare both positions vacant.  
VOTED:    	5-0 (Passed).
MMA Legislative Policy Committee – Curtis Lunt reported that revenue sharing is a high priority for this committee.  There is also a lot of interest in Broadband.  He asked, “Can we support Broadband?”  Timothy McDonald commented that it needs to have a focus of where businesses may be attracted to.  Darlene Sanborn suggested talking with other municipalities who have done this and see what the benefits are and the cost.  Curtis Lunt also stated that education funding was discussed and also medical marijuana.  

4. Public Comments.  Herb Whittier said that October 8, 2016 is the 9th Annual Fuel Assistance Golf Tournament.  
Over the past five (5) years they have collected $12,000.  It will cost $60.00 to get your name on for the tournament.
	Chuck Mailhot spoke in regards to the boat landing.  He said people are getting their boats out early because of the water level. He is concerned with people putting in ruts there from their propellers.  It was stated that Public Works has taken care of this.  He stated that he would like a pleasant sign placed there and had a suggestion of the wording that he gave to Curtis Lunt.  Curtis Lunt commented that Bruce Balfour will come up with the wording for a sign.  This should be worded correctly, as to not seem to be demanding.  
	Kent Ackerly asked for permission to place a sign at  the Waugan Road boat launch that 1 Sustainable Island that bathroom facilities are available.  He commented that the Lake Association is on board with this.   
	In regards to the Invasive Milfoil, the State DEP has put in channel bouys.  He said they are surveying the whole lake.  There are 30 volunteers continuing to treat the systems.

5. Warrant for November 8, 2016 Special Town Meeting.  There are three (3) parts.  The actual program 
itself - the only change is adding five (5) lots, totaling 99.6 acres (Article 2).    Curtis Lunt stated that the Warrant needs to be posted and the finding attached and to agree to a Public Hearing on October 26, 2016.  Timothy McDonald stated that  we need to follow the State’s format.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Sandra Schiller, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to approve the Warrant, it’s finding, and to schedule it for a Public Hearing on October 26, 2016.
VOTED:    	4-1 (Passed).  (Timothy McDonald Abstained).

6. Tax Abatements and Supplement.  There were two (2) abatements and one (1) supplemental abatement, as 
follows:  
a. Candace & Michael Thomas (Map 3, Lot 28) – error in number of bathrooms.  Amount abated $71.17 ($4,300 
in value),
b. Charlotte Kemp (Map 32, Lot 1) – error in acreage.  Amount abated $287.97 ($17,400 in value), and
c. Richard & Randall Camire and Diana & Marc Martinez (Map 36, Lot 126) – error in ownership. Supplement 
bill issued. Amount abated $3,235.53 ($195,500 in value).  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Darlene Sanborn, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to move to approve the above abatements and supplement, based on Donna Hays, CMA, Assessors Agent’s recommendation
VOTED:    	5-0 (Passed)  

7. GA Ordinance Appendances Updates.  Curtis Lunt commented that the State needs this approval.  There 
was only one (1) change in Appendix A – Overall Maximums.  This was adjusted by the state for inflation.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Sandra Schiller to move to approve the above recommended change.  
VOTED:    	5-0 (Passed).  





8. Appointment:  Parks and Rec Commission.  Darlene Sanborn commented that Erika L. Dufour who has 
applied for appointment to this municipal board/committee is a very good person, who is involved in the community.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to approve the appointment of Erika L. Dufour to the Parks and Rec Commission.   
VOTED:    	5-0 (Passed).
After the above vote was taken, Timothy McDonald said it would be nice to have applicants present at the meeting, when seeking an appointment to a municipal board/committee.
  
9. Voting Credentials for MMA Business Meeting.  This meeting will be held in Bangor, Maine this year at 
the Cross Insurance Center.  It is scheduled for Wednesday, October 5, 2016, at 1:30 in Ballroom 5.  Mary Mead will be staying in the office.  Curtis Lunt asked if anyone from this board was interested in going.  Sandra Schiller stated she would go.  Curtis Lunt will also be going.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:  	by Darlene Sanborn, seconded by Timothy McDonald to move to approve Curtis Lunt – Town Manager to give him Voting Credentials for the MMA Annual Business Meeting.
