BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes September 30, 2015

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and  Darlene Sanborn, Dianna Boisvert, and Sandra Schiller – Members.  
ABSENT:    None.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, David Shaw – CEO, Burt Holt, Harold Jones, and Doreen Christ. 

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Public Hearing:  No Parking Zone – Academy Road.  The proposed change to the Academy Road parking 
includes the following.  
	The current ordinance reads, “Academy Road – No Parking West side from Main Street northerly for 100 feet.  East side from Main Street northerly 75 feet.  West side from the intersection of Norris Hill Road southerly to the end of the Monmouth Academy property line.”
	The proposed change is to delete the entire last sentence, which reads, “No Parking West side from the intersection of Norris Hill Road southerly to the end of the Monmouth Academy property line.” And, to add:  “East side from intersections of Norris Hill Rd Southerly 640 feet.  West side from Exit to the Middle School Southerly for 176 feet to the school property line.”   
	The diagram included in the board packets depicts the no parking zones on both the east side and the west side.  Burt Holt questioned parking on the left side by the Middle School and that he did not want parking on either side of Academy Road.  Darlene Sanborn commented on no parking on either side also. Dianna Boisvert stated that the problem is after school or during events.   Kevin Mulherin said  that it depends on what is done with the sidewalk.  Curtis Lunt suggested giving it time to see how this proposed change works.  Timothy McDonald also suggested to try the proposed change and see how it goes.  In conclusion, this can be revisited next year once the new sidewalk is constructed.  Kevin Mulherin did suggest eliminating parking on the East side.  This Public Hearing then concluded.  The following motion was made and moved by Doug Ludewig to accept the new no parking zone for Academy Road.  This was unanimously voted by 5-0 and passed.  

3. Minutes of  September 16, 2015.  There were a few minor changes, however, the following motion was made 
and moved by Doug Ludewig to approve the Board of Selectmen meeting minutes for September 16, 2015 with changes.  This was unanimously voted on by 5-0 and passed.  

4. Dept. Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief  stated that the new vehicle is in and was used during the 
AppleFest.  Everything is all installed in it.  There was one (1) box collected during Drug Take Back.  The 5K road race went off with no problems.  The Fire Dept helped out.  Also the Highway Dept.  He publicly thanked both for their help.  
	David Shaw – CEO thanked everybody for the sympathy card for the loss of his mom.  David Shaw said a couple of violations have been taken care of.  There are no violations from the DEP.  David Shaw stated that he is leaving for vacation for a whole week.  He will log in from his cell phone for e-mails.  
	Dan Roy – Fire Chief.  Curtis Lunt stated to the board that Chief Roy is in Massachusetts.  There was no report.  
	Bruce Balfour – PW.  Curtis Lunt stated to the board that Mr. Balfour had injured his back and is out for the next week or so.
	Curtis Lunt -  Town Manager said that he spent all day Thursday at a Training Session for Elections.  He received a certificate of which he showed to board members.  The Cochnewagan Trail Blazers have requested permission on crossing the Town Office lawn for this winter season.  At this point in time, Curtis Lunt, stated that he had an application from Harold Jones to be placed on the Conservation Commission as a member.  The following motion was made and moved by Doug Ludewig for all those in favor of appointing Harold Jones to the Conservation Commission.  This was unanimously voted on by 5-0 and passed.  

5. Public Comments.  Timothy McDonald stated that the AppleFest breakfast brought in 175 people.  This was 30
more than last year.  
	Another aluminum treatment needs to be done on Cochnewagan Lake.  This has not been done in 20 years.  It will cost $300,000.  There is an agency that will donate $150,000.  Wendy Dennis will be coming to a future meeting.  This can be done over a period of years.  There are over 100 camps in the lake vicinity.  Donations will be accepted from residents.  Harold Jones stated that this needs to be done sooner than later.  Doug Ludewig suggested getting all road associations together.  Wilson Pond water quality is as bad as Cochnewagan.  He is concerned with what is going on there.  The Towns of Wayne, Winthrop, and Monmouth are all involved with Wilson Pond.  David Shaw commented that all lakes should be taken care of.  The Cobbossee Watershed Association has all the data.  Both Bill Monagle and Wendy Dennis know the history of the lake.  
	
6. Bids for Solid Waste Transport Trailer.  The bids received were, as follows:
a. Closed Top Ejector with Motor from Spector Manufacturing, Inc. in the amount of $90,936.00.
b. Steel Ejector Transfer Trailer from KNL Holdings/Steco, Inc. in the amount of $98,445.00.  
The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to approve the lease purchase from Spector Manufacturing, Inc. at $90,936.00.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).
After the above motion was made, a photograph of the proposed transport trailer was distributed to board members.

7. Contract with KVCOG to manage the RLF.  KVCOG will manage the Town’s Revolving Loan Fund 
Program” for and under the direction of the Town and provide services.  KVCOG will set up and maintain an independent bank account for the Town at Skowhegan Savings Bank with services provided.   The fee for the services provided is $50.00/hour of which the Town will be billed monthly.  Payment will be due within 14 days.  The Town will pay an annual GMS, Inc. licensing fee of $388.50.  This is for the software to run the program.  KVCOG will provide underwriting services through a third-party consultant on a flat fee basis of $75.00/hr. plus mileage.  Also KVCOG will provide additional services dealing with accounts of individual borrows on a flat fee basis of $50.00/hr., plus mileage at the IRS rate.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Sandra Schiller, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to approve and sign the contract with KVCOG to manage the Town’s Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) Program.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

8. Tax Abatement Applications.  There were two (2) applications, as follows:
a. Jason Trott – 240 Route 135 (Map 29, Lot 7).    Request due to overvaluation of building.  New valuation in 
the amount of $199,000 for both land and buildings.  Amount abated is $982.80.  The Assessor’s Agent recommends that this abatement be granted. 
b. Ernest R. Jr. & Florence Bowler – 219 Tillson Road (Map 23, Lot 11).  Request for abatement of property
taxes due to the Homestead Exemption.  Amount abated is $156.00.  The Assessor’s Agent recommends this abatement be granted also.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Sandra Schiller, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to accept and grant both of the above requested abatements.
VOTED: 	5-0 (Passed).

9. Municipal Valuation Return.  Curtis Lunt presented this item and highlighted a few of the items.   Exempt 
property includes $218,900 with the State of Maine (excluding roads),  the property of any public municipal corporation of this State, including County property appropriated to public uses is $16,169,500. The total exempt value of all houses of religious worship and parsonages is $3,616,400,  the total exempt value of all veterans exemptions granted in tax year 2015 is $652,000, and included in the Other column was Monmouth Fish and Game at $295,200.  The total value of all property exempted by law is $25,269,900.    Not much has changed since last year.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to move to accept and sign the Maine Revenue Services – 2015 Municipal Valuation Return.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

10. Warrant #7 Payroll and Payables.  Curtis Lunt read the short list of items over $1,000.  The following motion
was made on Warrant #7.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to pay Warrant #7 Payroll ($32,506) and Payables
	($656,463).
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed). 
Before going into Executive Session, the North Monmouth Beach was brought up by Scott Ainsworth.  He said this item was in the “Advertiser”.  He said people now think that this was a done deal.  He said Tim Burnham is currently taking care of the beach.  He said in 2013 the corporation was filed and in 2014 it was dissolved.  He said the North Monmouth Community Club has no membership and that only three (3) members have a say.  He said nobody else has a say in anything and that no other people can join.  Doug Ludewig gave a history of the club.  This all depends on how the bylaws are written.  There will be another Public Hearing on this.  

At this point in the meeting, there was a ten (10) minute break (7:10-7:20 pm) before the Executive Session.

11. Executive Session:  MRS 405(6) C:  Tax Acquired Property and A:  Town Manager Contract.
Once Executive Session was complete, the board returned to the regular session and the following motion was made.
