BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes October 12, 2016

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and  Darlene Sanborn, Dianna Boisvert, and Sandra Schiller – Members.
ABSENT:   None.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, David Shaw – CEO, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, Donna Shaw, and five (5) citizens.

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

2. Minutes of September 28, 2016.  Curtis Lunt stated that this set of meeting minutes were delayed and would 
be sent out as soon as possible. 

3. Department Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said that the October Fest Race went well.  He 
said Officer Aaron Paradis is in the nineth week of the academy and is doing well.  He said he is preparing for Halloween and will run traffic details.  He reviewed his monthly report, which included 168 calls for service – four (4) OUI’s and three (3) criminal speed summons (92, 98, and 108 mph).  
	David Shaw – CEO reported building permit values and permit fees are up with new houses being built.  He said the Wilson Pond junkyard law case was proceeding in court.
	Dan Roy – Fire Chief said there were 83 calls to date with a mutual aid house fire in Winthrop.  He said they were busy with Fire Prevention Week with an Open House planned for October 15, 2016.  He said the statewide drought has caused people with dry wells to call and the Dept. could not fill wells, but does offer water at the station.  
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director said the Transfer Trailer was repaired and back from Pennsylvania.  He said the pressure washer was being repaired.  He said centerline striping would occur next week and he was waiting on paving Bog Road.  He said the Dept. had patched in the sunken sewer manhole covers, but had been forced to remove the pavement by Commissioner Paul Roupp.  The selectmen asked the Town Manager to speak with Paul Ruopp about this.  
	Curtis Lunt talked about attending the MMA Convention on October 5th and 6th.  He said the National Guard was booked for 2017, so they could not do the Beach Park Project.

4. Public Comments.  Herb Whittier said the Annual Cobbossee Golf Tournament had collected $3,554 for the 
Lisbon Fuel Fund.

Dan Roy – Fire Chief said he had reviewed the County Plan
and that he and Bruce Balfour – PW Director had participated in a survey.  He said it included sections on culverts, wildfires, and dams.  The following motion was made.

7. Appointments - Appeal Board Alternate/Ballot Clerks.   Timothy McDonald asked if the applicant – 
Benjamin Dyer was present or if any of the selectmen knew him.  The answer was negative.  The board members agreed to table the matter until the October 26, 2016 regularly scheduled Board of Selectmen meeting and invite the applicant.  
	Ginger Hillier said the last election included three (3) democrats from the caucus list and that went well, but the Town still used town employees to count.  Curtis Lunt said that he made every effort to use the list first.  Ms. Hillier said one of the clerks said she was willing to count.  Timothy McDonald said the board could not appoint additional clerks.  The board understood they had approved Winn and Ortiz Martinez in April.  Curtis Lunt agreed to make any necessary appointments and to try to use more from the caucus list.  

8. Warrant #8 Payroll and Payables.  Curtis Lunt read a listing of items over $1,000.  The following 
motion was made.
