BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes October 14, 2015

PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair, Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair, and  Darlene Sanborn, Dianna Boisvert, and Sandra Schiller – Members.  
ABSENT:    None.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, David Shaw – CEO, and seven (7) citizens. 

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Public Hearing:  Warrant Article for November 3, 2015 Election.  Curtis Lunt explained the warrant 
article asks for authorization to apply for and accept a grant from the Maine Boating Facility Fund and to appropriate $50,000 as matching funds; the funding having been raised at the June 2015 Town Meeting for lake access and parking.  Deborah Mailhot asked about the parking shown on the Cochnewagan Beach Master Plan and was told the parking for boats would be expanded and a vault toilet added.  Timothy McDonald noted that the shown angled parking for boat trailers would need to be redrawn for circulation.  The Chairman declared the Public Hearing closed at 6:15 pm.
  
3. Liquor License Renewal TJ’s Pizzeria.  Police Chief Kevin Mulherin said he had no problems with the 
renewal.  The following motion was made.

VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).  (Darlene Sanborn Abstained).

4. Minutes of September 30, 2015.  Doug Ludewig said his name was misspelled in several places.  The
following motion was made.

VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

5. Dept. Head Reports.   Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reviewed the highlights of his monthly data report.   He 
said Officer Michael Parshall had received a “Crisis Intervention Service” award from NAMI (National Association of Mentally Ill).  He thanked the Fire Dept. for their assistance at the Saturday night auto accident on Route 135.
	David Shaw – CEO said he had been away on bereavement leave and vacation and would catch up on his reports.  He said he has been busy and had issued a Stop Work Order on Route 135 to a property owner building without a permit.
	Fire Chief Dan Roy said there were 90 calls year-to-date, including a boat rescue operation on Cochnewagan Lake.  He said the Fire Dept. had instructed eight (8) classes during Fire Prevention Week with 18 members participating.  He said they had 185 people for the Open House Breakfast.  He said training in October would include Search and Rescue, Pumping, and Officer Training.
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director said his crew has hauled 1,800 cubic yards of winter sand.  He provided a matrix of paving quantities and spoke about paving on Cemetery Road needing extra shim.  He said the water levels on the lakes were being drawn down.  He said the wood chipper had been received.  He said he was taking training from the MDOT to be Local Project Administrator certified.  He said the brush at the Transfer Station had been ground up and hauled. He asked the board permission to sell the 2000 F350, which needs work and is surplus.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Sandra Schiller to authorize selling the unit.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).
	Bruce Balfour also said he received calls about the RR tracks on Berry Road and said he is anticipating the work to be done in the Spring of 2016, as it is a Railroad Project.
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager said he inspected the culvert liner concrete done by the MDOT on Route 135.  He said he visited the Police Station to check on safety items and thanked David Shaw for being instrumental in converting the former Ambulance building into a functioning Police Station.  He said he attended the MMA Convention last week.  Sandra Schiller said she had also attended the convention and found it really good, especially a lecture about the Rhode Island nightclub fire.  She also said she attended useful sessions in Effective Meeting Facilitation and Trends in Municipal Manager searches.  She said it was useful to meet new people in the same role.  She said she would like to help the Town of Monmouth win an award for its Town Report.

6. Public Comments.  None.

7. Tax Acquired Property List.  Curtis Lunt presented five (5) properties for sale, all vacant land only:  
· 25 Chipmunk Lane – two (2) acres.  Minimum bid for $2,500,  
· 147 Packard Road – 7.8 acres.   Minimum bid for $1,000,  
· 55 Center Road - .36 acres.  Minimum bid of $1,000,
· 156 North Main Street - .75 acres and building.  Minimum bid of $2,500,  and 
· a 9 acre lot on Annabessacook Road.  Minimum bid of $1,000.  The following motion was made.

VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).
Timothy McDonald asked for a list of all the tax acquired property.

8. Town Manager Contract Extension.  The proposed extension is for one (1) year, ending July 7, 2017.  Curtis 
Lunt said the only other change was added language clarifying hours of work expected.  Sandra Schiller said she did not like the way it was worded.  Curtis Lunt said he appreciated the opportunity to work for the Town of Monmouth.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Darlene Sanborn, seconded by Timothy McDonald to approve the Contract Extension.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

9. Tax Abatement Application.  Assessor’s Agent Donna Hays recommends denial of an application abatement 
by Paul Dwinal, owner of 8 Morrill Lane (Map 36, Lot 12).  He purchased the property for $120,000.  The Assessor’s Agent said it was valued like all the others in the same area and the Town does not increase values when sales go up or down between Town-Wide Market Adjustments.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Darlene Sanborn to deny the abatement request.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

10. Warrant #8, Payroll and Payables.  Payroll - $30,770 and Payables - $90,760.  Curtis Lunt read a listing of 
items over $1,000.  Timothy McDonald asked about the payment for a camera.  He was told it was a security camera for the Front Office Counter.  Darlene Sanborn said it was approved during the budget session and would make the Town Office employees feel more secure.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to approve the warrant.
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

11. Adjourn.  The following motion was made to adjourn.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald, seconded by Dianna Boisvert to adjourn the meeting at 720 pm.
