BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes October 28, 2015

ABSENT:    None.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, David Shaw – CEO, Donna Shaw, and Doreen Christ. 

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Minutes of October 14, 2015.  There were a few minor changes made by Board Members and then the 
following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Timothy McDonald , seconded by Dianna Boisvert to accept with changes the Board of Selectmen meeting minutes for October 14, 2015.  
VOTED:	5-0 (Passed).

3. Dept. Head Reports.   Fire Chief Dan Roy said last Thursday his dept. provided rides to school with six (6) 
children.  He thanked the Police Dept. and Dana Wessling .  This is the second to the last class to Basic Fire School, which has been three (3) months of intense training.  This Saturday is their Halloween Event.  It will start one (1) hour earlier than usual.  His dept. will be selling hamburgers and hot dogs.  Chief Roy reminded everybody to set their clocks back this weekend and to check their smoke detectors.  There will be training in North Monmouth at Mill Pond.  He read the “Thank You” card that his dept. received from a 3rd grader who had drawn a picture of a fire truck and which said, “I saved you”.  He reported that his dept. had been turned down for the AFG Grant to replace the thermal camera, air pacs, etc.  There will be a new grant coming out in November for which they will apply.  
	Police Chief Kevin Mulherin stated that last Thursday was their Dept. Meeting and that all but three (3) members showed up.  This meeting was regarding new law and case law updates.  They conducted Fire Arms Training in the South Monmouth area.  The Halloween Event will take place in front of the bank.  There will be a Hunters Breakfast Saturday  morning from 5:00-9:00 am at the Cottrell School.  
	David Shaw – CEO reported that he has been very busy trying to get permits in line and has issued a building permit for a new, single family home (School House).  They will be setting up walls tomorrow.  There are a couple of new houses coming in.  He has started schooling and needs to complete 24 hours’ worth.  Both he and Ernest Sylvester will be going through the schooling during the winter time.  He also reported that the Board of Appeals is writing a new application for appeals.  They are updating this and a draft will be provided to the Board of Selectmen members.  The Planning Board is working on their Shoreland Ordinance, which is a mandate from the state.  This will go to the voters in June 2016.  
	Bruce Balfour – PW Director reported that the sand pile will be completed tomorrow.  They have 5,300 cubic yards.  His dept. has cleaned out all the catch basins.  They will be painted and marked so they know where they are.  Next Tuesday morning, there are four (4) from his dept. going to a class on “Snow and Ice Control”.
	Curtis Lunt – Town Manager stated that the Town had paid for half the cost for the work done at the Carriage House last summer.  They are requesting the Town to pay for the extra cost in addition to that, which is for the front window trim  and barn door that needs to be done for the Carriage Barn.  The total Monmouth Downtown Façade Improvement Grant amount requested was $420.00.    The Economic Development Committee (EDC) has agreed to do this.  The EDC will do this as an addendum.  This is a bigger project than it was originally thought to be.  The following motion was made.

VOTED:	4-1 (Passed).  (Timothy McDonald Abstained).
Curtis Lunt included in board member packets, the letter from the Town congratulating Apple Valley Bakery (Main Street) on a year of successful operations.  It also states that the Town thanks them and appreciates their investment and wishes them continued success.

4. Public Comments.  Curtis Lunt reminded everyone that the Town will be open on Election Day, Tuesday, 
November 10, 2015, from 8:00 am to 8:00 pm for voting.





5. Tax Write Off.  Curtis Lunt said that this request for Tax Write Off  is in the amount of $1,375.87 for Charles and 
Kellie A. Reed – 15 Blue Rock Road (Lot 5).  The mobile home is not salvageable.  The following motion was made.
