BOARD OF SELECTMEN – Minutes November 12, 2014

1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig -
Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Minutes of October 29, 2014.  The following motion was made.
MOTION:	by Darlene Sanborn, seconded by Timothy McDonald to accept the meeting minutes of October 29, 2014, with one correction noted, to strike the sentence, “Within the next week, they would like to select the lowest bidder.” from Item No. 5.  Police Dept. Building Construction Quotes.  
VOTED:	4-0 (Passed).

3. Audit Report – Casey Leonard, CPA.  Casey Leonard said it was a clean, unqualified opinion, with no audit
compliance findings.  He reviewed charts with the board and said the Town was in good, financial condition with an unassigned fund balance of $912,158, which is 11.92 percent of the budget.

4. Dept. Head Reports.  Police Chief Kevin Mulherin said Officer David Hobson has been certified as an ACO. 
eHeHe said Halloween went safely with Police Dept. units stationed on either end of the downtown and that Hannaford drivers had avoided the downtown.
	CEO David Shaw said a junkyard contempt of court hearing for Ryan is scheduled for December 8, 2014.  He said he is inspecting ten (10) houses in various states of construction.
	Fire Chief Dan Roy said his dept. had 401 Halloween kids and many accident calls during the weekend snowstorm.  He said there were 126 calls year-to-date.  He thanked the citizens for passing the Fire Dept. Ordinance amendments. 
	PW Director Herb Whittier said he had followed up with Pan Am Railroad and a meeting has been scheduled with the Watershed District about the beaver dams.  He said the Town has hired Chuck Turner, currently a part-time Public Works Dept. employee, to replace Bruce Balfour as a truck driver.  He said Justin Prince has been hired part-time.  He said the dept. has purchased four (4) bike pedestrian (three foot clearance) signs for Route 132, Academy Road, and Route 135.  He said the dept. had taken down the flags and brackets for the Main St. poles.  He said he had worked for the Town since 1969 with a one- (1-) year break in 1977 and since as Public Works Director and he thanked the towns people for all the support through the years.
	A recess was held and a “cake” was served in honor of Herb Whittier’s retirement.
	Curtis Lunt asked the board to appoint Mr. Whittier to the Conservation Commission from July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2017.  The following motion was made.

5. Public Comment.  There were no public comments.

6. Election Results.  Curtis Lunt said the election went smoothly, with 2,039 voters, a new gubernatorial record. He 
said 98 new voters were registered.  He said the three (3) town articles, including the Police Station renovation, passed by large margins.

7. Senior Citizen Tax Program Report.  Curtis Lunt said 19 had qualified for rebates up to $200 for a total of 
$3,199.  He said due to state program changes, many previous year’s applicants did not apply again.  The following motion was made.

8. Pole Permit – CMP – Cressey Road.  Public Works Director Herb Whittier said he had checked the location 
and it was necessary for a new house.

9. Tax Abatement Application.  Tax Assessing Agent Donna Hays, CMA, recommended an abatement of $6,900 
in value = 107.69 for Timothy Burnham, 180 Back Street.  The following motion was made.

10. Warrant #10 Payroll and Payables.  Curtis Lunt read the short list of items over $1,000.  Timothy McDonald  
asked about the year-round billing for the beach phone and Curtis Lunt said he would inquire.  The following 
motion was made on Warrant #10.
