1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Doug Ludewig – 
Chair.

2. Repair of Engine 86.  The board of selectmen discussed the need to repair Engine 86 after the motor was 
damaged by dirty air intake passed a broken air cleaner unit.  The board members reviewed pictures supplied by Dan Roy – Fire Chief and discussed potential causes.  Curtis Lunt said claims had been filed with the Maine Municipal Association (MMA), Rick Pool, and the vendors, HME and Farrar Fire Equipment.  Darlene Sanborn said it was emergency equipment necessary for the protection of property in the community and we should fix it now.  The following motion was made.

3. Cochnewagan Lake Board Launch Agreement.  The board of selectmen agreed to sign an agreement with the
State of Maine, Bureau of Parks & Lands for a $50,000 matching Grant for expansion of the Cochnewagan Lake Boat Launch.

4. Weiss Property.  Doug Ludewig said Chad Hill had offered to pay $1,500 for the Weiss property that had been 
offered for sale as tax acquired property, with no bids.  Curtis Lunt advised that advertised sealed bidding is required and that the Town would try to hold a spring sale of the properties.  Doug Ludewig said RSU#2 Superintendent Bill Zima had reported that the RSU was applying for state funding for a K-8 school and they are looking at a larger land purchase that the state will pay for.  Curtis Lunt said the RSU had purchased the Hallowell building the Central Office has been leasing.  He said the superintendent is scheduled to appear at the next meeting, which is December 9, 2015.
