Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the January 7 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that the move from the old station to the new one has been completed this week.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he continues with inspections of new homes that were begun in the fall. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that during the past 4 weeks (since the last selectmen’s meeting), there were 12 calls and a total of 155 for the year with 49 of them for motor vehicle accidents. Damage to the front of Engine 84 caused by a car sliding into it was repaired at a cost of $8,000 paid by insurance. The new insulation put on the Center Station’s walls could save as much as $2,000 in heating costs.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that during the past weeks the crew has worked on gravel roads hauling 120 loads of gravel. So far this winter 1900 cubic yards of sand and 220 tons of salt have been used on town roads during storms. Rueben Cook, an MA student, has been hired to work at the Transfer Station. If you have an old type thermostat with mercury in it, you can receive a $5 rebate for turning it in.
The Planning Board is seeking 2 alternate members. Applications are available on the town website or at the Town Office. The town has received a $7,800 rebate from MMA unemployment compensation and will not be required to pay the $15,000 due for this year.
Selectmen voted to donate $2,500 from the Town’s fuel assistance fund to RCAM for them to use for Monmouth residents who ask for fuel assistance from them.
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
