Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

[bookmark: _GoBack]At the January 21 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that the department has completely moved into the new station. During December officers responded to 137 calls for service. They conducted 77 motor vehicle stops resulting in 10 summonses and 8 criminal summonses or arrests and responded to 8 motor vehicle accidents including 3 car-deer accidents.
Code enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the house on Rocky Point Road that had been burned to the ground during an ice storm a year ago has been rebuilt. The remains of a mobile home in West Village that was burned out as a result of arson will be removed from the site.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department responded to 11 calls over the past 2 weeks which included motor vehicle accidents, alarm activations, and mutual aid calls. One alarm was at Cumston Hall where a water leak set off the alarm system. Part of the children’s area and the director’s office were flooded with hot water when a baseboard heater water line froze and ruptured. There was extensive damage to the floor in this area which will be replaced. North Monmouth resident Jerry Robinson has joined the department.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that one truck was taken out of service because of brake problems. The recent warm days, melting snow, and then freezing created isolated icy road conditions that were difficult to treat and resulted in some slide off accidents.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that 44 tax lean notices worth $86,000 in property taxes will be sent out. 
Cindy Parker and Rick Grant were appointed as Planning Board alternates.
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
