Outside vents for heating units need to be kept cleared of snow to prevent the possibility of carbon monoxide entering the home. An Adopt-a-Hydrant Program has been initiated in Monmouth. Even though the Water District clears hydrants, they may not get to them as soon as the may be needed for a fire. If you need assistance or are unsure about clearing your heater’s outdoor vent, call Laurie Walker at the Town Office at 933-2206, extension 102, or me at 933-4677 and we will get someone to assist you.  
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Officer Mike Parshall has been certified in crisis intervention.
