Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

[bookmark: _GoBack]At the February 17 meeting, Harold Burnett of Two Trees Forestry reported on the Tree Inventory done last summer. Trees within 25 feet of the center of roads in Monmouth Center and North Monmouth were surveyed. 1,017 trees were measured. 18 were found to be at risk because of declining health. Concern was expressed because of the number of ash trees in this area which are endangered by the emerald ash borer. They will eventually meet the same fate as the American Elm trees.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that officers have taken a 3-hour course in baton training. The 10-week DARE program will be starting. In January there were 26 motor vehicle accidents and 195 calls for service. 67 motor vehicle stops were made with 5 criminal summonses or arrests. There were 17 citizen assists, 8 motorist assists, and 29 assists of other departments. The PD will be serving the community supper at the Packard Center on March 13.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the Town Beach boat launch project has passed the Planning Board and will now go on to Cobbossee Watershed for approval. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that there were 3 calls over the past 2 weeks. There was a problem with the sprinkler system in the new section of Cumston Hall. Fire fighters practiced extrication with the new Edraulic battery powered tools at High Moor Farm. The money raised at the fund raiser at TJ’s will be combined with other fund raised money to purchase a video camera for Engine 86. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that 1,500 cubic yards of sand and 175 tons of salt were used during recent storms. Roads will be posted as they are each spring. Using a MeDOT inventory of road signs, a grant request to purchase new signs will be made. A grant for funding to replace a worn out culvert on Sanborn Road will be made also. The company building the new transfer station trailer has begun gathering materials to construct it. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that a boiler at Cumston Hall had cracked and would be replaced. Insurance will cover the $7,500 cost. It was 17 years old. The Cumston sprinkler system was checked and a small leak was found over the stage. Some ceiling tiles in the new section will need replacement because of the leak there.
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
