Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the February 18 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that, during January, officers responded to 130 calls for service. They made 37 vehicle stops and issued 3 summonses and 5 criminal summonses or arrests. They responded to 21 motor vehicle accidents.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he has received a number of requests for information about summer projects. He is working on learning new parts of the building code. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that fire fighters responded to 3 calls during the past 2 weeks. One involved a person smoking while using oxygen and the other a pellet stove that received a back draft during the recent wind storm and caught on fire. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that 3,000 cubic yards of sand has been put on roads so far this winter. He has measured 82” of snow. During the recent windy weekend, crew members put in an extra 67 hours keeping roads clear of drifting snow. Town roads will soon be posted restricting heavy loads as frost starts to leave.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that the consortium that purchases fuel will be buying #2 heating oil for $2.24 a gallon, diesel for $2.31, and LP for $1.47 during the next year. He calculates this will save the town $20,000 over this year’s costs and save the school $10,000. The school buys fuel for school buses from the Town.
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
