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At the March 4 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that during February officers responded to 110 calls for service and conducted 69 motor vehicle stops that resulted in 6 criminal arrests or summonses. They assisted motorists 16 times, citizens 17 times, and other departments 20 times. Officer Alexander is holding a graduation for the Monmouth Middle School students in his DARE class. The department received an OUI grant for April to September. Monmouth was recognized as the 20th safest town in Maine on the Safewise web site which has Monmouth listed as having 0.24 violent crimes per 1,000 and 14.64 property crimes per 1,000 (info from the FBI crime report).
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that roads are being posted for heavy loads and bumps. The summer schedule at the Transfer Station begins on April 2.
Library Director Julie Sawtelle reported that she is working to get things back to normal after the floor replacement caused by a water leak. The Children’s Area has been rearranged and new carpets have been put down. 13 boys participated in a Minecraft program held in the lower level. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that the town has received a Project Canopy grant for $4,000 to survey trees in the downtown area. 
Ed Pollard was reappointed 3rd Assistant Fire Chief and Pat Smith 1st Assistant Fire Chief.
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
