Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the March 16 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that the department fed 75 people at the Free Community Supper. The SUV is repaired and back in service. Drug Take Back Day will be April 30 from 10am-2pm at the Transfer Station. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he has talked to 8 people who are planning new houses. The Board of Appeals has a revised flow chart to show steps needed to appeal a ruling and they have also clarified what can be appealed. In June voters will be deciding on a modification to the Shoreland Ordinance that contains a Forestry Amendment. Changes can be seen at the Town Office and Cumston Library.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that firefighters fought a tractor trailer fire and were able to save the cargo. They will be training on “Tactical Considerations” for fighting fires in modern structures. An OSHA inspector driving by an accident scene complemented the department on the quality of the department’s setup at the scene. Bruce Balfour is resigning after 33 years on the department. He joined as a Junior Firefighter when he was at Monmouth Academy. Mike Tardif is also resigning after 25 years on the department. Heather Cyr resigned after serving for 3 years. The department will be hosting the Community Supper on April 24. In June voters will decide on a revised Fire Department Ordinance that has changes to membership criteria.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that new docks for the boat launch at Cochnewagan have been received. They are 32 feet long compared to the old docks which were 16 feet. The dirt sections of Perkins and Wilson Pond Roads have been repaired, filled, and graded. Summer Transfer Station days (Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday, and Sunday) begin on April 2. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that nomination papers for town offices are available March 24. 
Jim Grandahl, RSU 2 board member, reported on a 2016-17 school budget update that shows a reduction in state subsidy of $381,000. The Department of Education is allowing Monmouth to proceed with submitting a PreK-8 concept for approval for the new school. On March 31 there will be a public meeting to provide information and ask opinions. If all goes as expected the new school could be open in the spring of 2019. 
Tim Burnham of the North Monmouth Community Club presented a proposal to have a life guard at the North Monmouth Beach with a swim area set up using ropes and buoys. Because of the need to purchase equipment the total cost this year will be $8,700. In future years the cost will be $6,400. Voters will decide on this article in June.
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
