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At the March 18 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported Officer Wessling will be teaching a class on drug interdiction at the Criminal Justice Academy. He also reported on Officer Parshall and the stand-off with the man having a mental health crisis. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that there have been 10 permits issued over the past 3 months with a value of $60,000 and fees of $575 collected. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department responded to 7 calls over the past 2 weeks bringing the total for the year to 30. There were 2 chimney fires and 2 mutual aid calls for structure fires in neighboring towns. Firefighters will be training in how arson investigations are conducted, fighting forestry and grass fires, and dealing with major oil spills. Pan Am railroad carries tank cars of oil through Monmouth. Heating costs for the Center Fire Station are half of what they were last winter because of the installation of insulation. The Department received a $15,000 grant from the Stephen King Foundation which will be used for headsets to allow better communication between firefighters. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the department would like to sell some of the old Monmouth Academy Shop equipment that has been stored at the garage since RSU2 eliminated the program in 2011. Some of the old equipment is used by the crew and that will be kept.  
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
