Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the March 30 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Officer Rich Alexander was installed in the Special Olympics Hall of Fame. During February, Officers responded to 195 calls for service, made 74 motor vehicle stops that resulted in 6 criminal summonses or arrests. They covered 13 motor vehicle accidents, assisted motorists and citizens 37 times, and assisted other departments 33 times. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that both Camp Kippewa and Cobbossee have applied for permits to upgrade some of their facilities. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that there have been 25 calls so far this year (31 last year). Medical evals are 95% done for SCBA (Air Pacs) clearances. Both new trucks have begun production and should be delivered in late June. A field behind Highmoor Farm was burned as training. A State Forest Ranger as well as Leeds, and Wales departments attended.
Library Director Julie Sawtelle reported that summer reading programs are being developed. The Masons are supporting a “Books and Bikes” program. Volunteers are needed for a federally funded summer food service program to provide food for families that need this support during the summer.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that gravel road grading continues because of the wet weather. The street sweeper is awaiting repairs. The use of the street sweeper is responsible for a major reduction in the amount of sediment that gets into lakes. Main Street, North Monmouth, and East Monmouth flags and banners have been put up for the summer. 
The Monmouth Cemetery Committee asked for an additional $2,000 to be added to their budget to provide funding for insurance and workers comp. The total summer maintenance request will be $8,000. 
Cobbossee Watershed District Director Bill Monagle reported on the 5% increase in the CWD budget for 2016-17 (about $2,000). He explained the ongoing projects and grants available to reduce runoff and pollution in Cochnewagan Lake, Wilson Pond, and Cobbossee Lake.

The municipal budget for 2016-17, as presented, shows a net increase of $45,000. This does not include other likely increases which will likely occur in the school budget and the county tax assessment. There are also articles for Woodbury Dam repairs ($7,000), an electronic sign at the town office ($14,000), a life guard program for North Monmouth Beach ($9,000), an update of the 2007 property valuation ($49,000), and an alum treatment for Cochnewagan ($58,000 per year for 3 years as the town’s share of the treatment).  
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
