Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the April 1 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that April 25 will be Drug Take Back Day at the Transfer Station from 10am to 2pm. Unwanted drugs may be taken to the Winthrop Police Station at any time and placed in a receptacle in the Lobby. OUI details will be taking place now until September. The Chief and Officer Alexander will be participating in Special Olympics Fundraising events. Officer Alexander will be doing the Ice Plunge in Winthrop on April 11. The phone on the outside of the Police Station is now working.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that many requests for information leading to permits has begun. 3 new houses have been proposed.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that grass/woods fire season has begun with a grass fire today. Burning permits are available online from the Maine Forest Service. There will be upcoming training on fire flows and tanker operation. The Chief will be touring some city fire departments and the Fire Science Program at SMCC with the junior firefighters. Also he will be looking into installing a hydrant on the north side of Rt. 202 to eliminate the necessity of shutting down the road to fight fires in North Monmouth.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew has begun spring cleanup of town roads. While the frost is coming out of the ground, gravel roads require constant care. The crew will be training in work zone safety. Public Works will purchase a slightly used hay blower for $5,500.
