Monmouth Selectman’s Notes 
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the April 13 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reminded attendees that Saturday, April 30 is “Drug Take Back Day” at the Transfer Station from 10 am to 2 pm. A company (Safewise.com) that evaluates cities and towns in all 50 states for safety, based on the number of violent crimes and property crimes, has ranked Monmouth as the 4th safest town in Maine. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that 2 more building permits were issued. He is dealing with 2 code violations.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that there were 9 calls over the past 2 weeks. Two were structure fires in mutual aid towns. One was a grass fire that spread to a structure. He thanked Public Works for their help during recent wind storms. He attended a meeting with Officer Wessling and Ambulance Chief Dovinsky to begin establishing procedures for safe evacuation of schools with incidents involving an active shooter. The department will be hosting the Community Supper at the Center Church on April 30 at 4pm. On April 23 a Paint Night fund raiser will be held at the Fish and Game Center on Rt. 202 at 5 pm. There is a new burning permit system at wardensreport.com.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that road postings are down. He asked that if you find a 
flag, please return it to Public Works to be put back up. Some of the brackets on the poles are old and have broken in the recent wind storms. The American Legion buys all of the flags and brackets. Road and crosswalk painting has been done. A sign grant to replace old road signs has been received. Current signs will be inventoried. A $90,000 grant for replacing a culvert on the north end of Sanborn Road culvert will be applied for. It is expected the work and materials will cost $180,000. Crew members will be training in “Work Zone Traffic Control” and “Managing Underground Safety”. Hazardous Waste Disposal Day will be held on May 21 at Augusta Public Works. Please sign up at the Town Office. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that 90% of all property taxes have been paid. Bids for work on the reconstruction of the Cochnewagan Lake boat launch are due April 29. Work needs to be completed by June 30. A 2-year contract for E-911 calls was signed with current provider Somerset County PSAP at $2.10 per resident for next year and $2.20 for the year after. 
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
