Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the April 15 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Officer Rich Alexander will be taking Crisis Intervention training. About 90 people attended the Good Shepherd mobile food bank at the Town Office parking area. During March, officers responded to 137 calls for service and made 95 vehicle stops writing 18 tickets and 5 criminal summonses or arrests. They assisted motorists and citizens 23 times and other departments 25 times.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that 2 house permits were written as well as a subdivision amendment for Painter Estates.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the last 6” snowfall resulted in $6,000 costs for plowing and sanding. Gravel roads are requiring daily hauling gravel and grading. This week the crew begins the summer work schedule of four 10 hour days a week.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that grass and woods fire danger is high. The department has received a grant to purchase 2 Automated External Defibrillators (AED’s). One will be kept at the Center Station and one at the North Station. The one they have now will be given to the Rec Department for the Town Beach. Three bids were received to install the new hydrant on the north side of Rt. 202 in North Monmouth. The $39,000 for this project will come from the Welch Fund which was established for this purpose. Burning permits are available from the Monmouth fire chiefs or Paul Fox. Free online permits are available at the wardensreport.com website (select “obtain a permit”).  Burning permits from the Maine Forest Service cost $7. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that, one year from now, the Academy Road sidewalk project will be underway. Revenue sharing funding for 2015-16 will increase $33,000. With the increase in Monmouth’s share of the RSU budget ($246,000), reductions in the municipal budget, reduction of the number of fire trucks to four, a wood chipper for Public Works, our share of the sidewalk project, and all other spending on the town warrant for the next year, current figures project a total tax increase of $33.50 per $100,000 property valuation (a 2% increase in taxes). This could change as more info comes to the board.
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
