Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the April 27 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that the bathroom facilities at the Police Station have been updated. The new animal control officer will be Chris Martinez who also is Winthrop’s ACO. The department responded to 174 calls for service in March. They made 130 motor vehicle stops resulting in 10 summonses or arrests. These were for 4 operating after suspension, an OUI, habitual offender, trafficking drugs, fictitious sticker, failure to stop, and 103mph in a 55mph zone. There were 31 citizen assists, 26 assist other departments, 7 animal complaints with one summons, 3 domestics with 2 arrests, and 7 accidents.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he has reviewed 5 plans for new homes and sent them back for needed revisions.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the Emergency Action Plan, in case Cochnewagan Lake dam breaks, was tested and worked as planned. The crew has begun the summer work schedule of four ten hour days per week. A number of groups in the Adopt-A-Highway program have completed cleanup of their designated roads. The builder of the new transfer station trailer believes it will be completed in 3 weeks. May 21 is Hazardous Waste Disposal Day at Augusta Public Works. Please go to the town office to register. Bruce will apply for a Stream Crossing Grant to repair the Grover Street bridge. The crew has been working at cleaning up the beach area in preparation for the Boat Launch Project. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department has responded to 45 calls so far this year. There have been a number of brush and woods fires recently. Engine 86 had its ladder racks damaged and will need $5,000-$6,000 in repairs. The old extrication tools were presented to the Leeds Fire Department. The department served about 100 people at the Community Supper they provided. All hose testing has been completed. Firefighters and police officers received CPR training. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that a mural of Monmouth scenes, painted by Michele Handley, has been put up in the Town Office lobby. The companies involved in building Engine 86, which needed to have its engine rebuilt, have contributed $14,000 toward the $24,000 cost of the repairs. Monmouth received $4,300 in benefits from the MMA Risk Management Services. All ducts and HVAC systems at Cumston Hall have been cleaned. All fire extinguishers, smoke/heat detectors, and emergency lights in town buildings and vehicles have been inspected and repaired as needed. 
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
