Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the June 24 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that there were 3 motor vehicle accidents during the past 2 weeks. There is a sexual assault case ongoing with the accused man currently in jail.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the old Willing Worker’s Hall in North Monmouth will be secured and a writ of Town possession posted on the building. A court order was needed to take possession. The CEO will be taking 35-40 hours of classes over the latest changes in the MUBEC.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the Town Beach was prepared for summer programs with the docks and floats installed. Gravel was added to smooth out the parking area. Paul Fox will be starting roadside mowing. The Town Park on Maple Street was cleaned up. MA students will help out with brush removal. A dying maple tree on Main Street at Cumston Hall will be removed. This year’s roads to be repaved include: Cemetery Road, Hanson’s Wood Road, Prescott Hill Road, Ridge Road, and Welch Avenue. A part of Wilson Pond Road will be paved along with the Winthrop section (through the Town of Winthrop bid). Monmouth Transfer Station has been designated as an ideal place to monitor bats by a Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife biologist. This monitoring program will use bioacoustics detectors to record bat calls. Each different bat’s call is unique to the individual and species and can be recorded and counted by the detector. Bats are endangered because of a white nose fungus.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that an application for a grant to improve the Cochnewagan Boat Launch area was submitted. The Monmouth Water District will be paid an additional $1,100 toward the new hydrant on the north side of Rt. 202 in North Monmouth. 
A contract with MeDOT for the construction of the Academy Road sidewalk was approved. Total amount was $657,000 with the Federal share being $525,600 and Monmouth’s share $131,400.
On July 11 at the Transfer Station, Monmouth Youth Football will conduct a bottle drive and donation station to raise funds for this fall’s program.
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
