Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
 
At the July 8 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that National Night Out will be held at the new police station on August 4 at 6 pm. Officer Rich Alexander has taken a position as a security officer at Maine Yankee but will remain a reserve officer for Monmouth and also continue the DARE program in Monmouth schools. The department purchased 2 new Tasers and will hold training in their use this week. During the months of May and June officers responded to 341 calls for service, made 251 motor vehicle stops resulting in 33 summonses and 15 criminal summonses or arrests. There were 5 bids on the new SUV police cruiser with the low bid $16,100 from Rowe Auburn. The old truck will be traded for $11,500. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the old Willing Workers Hall in North Monmouth is now secured and debris has been removed. He is still working on getting the man who owns the trailer on Cobbossee Road to take many bags of trash to the Transfer Station.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that over the past month there were 7 calls with 5 being vehicle accidents and 1 fire for a total of 64 for the year. Fire fighters will be comparing hydraulic and electric extrication tools and doing EVOC training. The Firemen’s Auxiliary will be fund raising with a Bean Hole Supper on August 1 at Monmouth Fair. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew is doing brush and shoulder work in preparation for paving. A large mostly dead maple tree was removed from in front of Cumston Hall. A new gas tank is being installed at the Public Works garage. Low bidder out of 6 bidders for paving was State Paving at $140,600. Cemetery Road, Hanson’s Woods Road, Prescott Hill Road, Ridge Road and Welch Avenue will be paved.
Assessing Agent Donna Hays reported that Monmouth’s valuation is at 113%. It’s been about 10 years since all town properties were assessed so an adjustment will be made in the near future.
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
