Monmouth Selectman’s Notes 

At the July 22 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that National Night Out will be held at the new Police Station on August 4 at 6 pm. There will be free hotdogs on the grill, giveaways for kids, child ID kits, free gun locks, police department tours, and more. Monmouth Fire Department and Lions Club will also be there. The recent Hero for the Night at the Cumston Library was Officer Mike Parshall who read stories to about 12 kids. The Chief thanked Monmouth Fire Department for their help after a 3 car accident at the corner of Rt. 202 and Blue Road.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported on the fire at Pratt’s Garage on South Monmouth Road. The garage was the second business on this stretch of road involved in a fire caused by welding sparks. There was an accident between a parked UPS truck and a car on Main Street across from the fire station. The car’s driver fell asleep and was severely injured. The 3 fire trucks to be traded for 2 new ones were appraised at a higher value than expected because of their condition. Auburn is interested in purchasing the Heavy Rescue truck. The Fire Department will host the Bean Hole Supper at Monmouth Fair on August 1, from 4 to 7 pm. Proceeds will be used for the restoration of antique Engine 2. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that roads and crosswalks will soon be striped. Next year he will get it done before Memorial Day. The crew continues to prepare roads for paving. The new gas tank at the town garage is operational. Some members of the Transfer Station crew will receive customer service training over the next 2 weeks.
