Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the August 5 meeting, Public Works Director Bruce Balfour praised Maurice and Rolande LaChappell for planting and caring for flowers planted at the town’s entrance signs on Rt. 202, the flowers under the Cumston Hall sign, and the flowers under the Town Office sign. He reported that someone has been removing boards from the Jug Stream Dam in East Monmouth to increase the water flow and ride tubes downstream.  The boards will be secured to stop this activity. He announced that the price of salt for next winter will be lower than the past winter.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that 180 people were served at the Bean Hole Supper at the Fair. The recent storms spared Monmouth the damage other towns experienced, but 4 cars were crushed by downed trees at Phil’s Garage in South Monmouth.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that 70 people attended National Night Out. Vehicles from Public Works, Winthrop Ambulance, and the Fire Department were there for kids to explore. On July 25, 3 officers spent 4.5 hours directing traffic at the East Monmouth Boat Launch for the Concert on the Lake event. Aaron Paradis has been hired as the new full time officer. He will attend the Criminal Justice Academy next August.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that Phil Pratt will be rebuilding his garage, although it was not insured at the time of the fire. He continues building inspections and working on code violations. During July he wrote permits valued at $454,000 with fees of $2655 collected in comparison to last year when permits were valued at $92,500 with $685 collected in fees. Totals for the past fiscal year were building permits valued at $2,514,167 with fees of $14,835 collected.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that he filed 154 tax liens this year in contrast to 186 last year. These liens amount to 3% of the property taxes due. He is working on getting 10 tax acquired properties put out to bid. The town received $2,069 from insurance for the guard rail on Sanborn Road that was damaged in a vehicle accident.
The proposed TIF budget of $142,288 was approved by selectmen. The property tax rate of $15.60 per $1,000 valuation was set for the coming year. This is unchanged from the current year.
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
