Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the August 19 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that during August there were 168 calls for service. Officers conducted 119 motor vehicle stops resulting in 27 summonses and 19 criminal summonses or arrests. Three were for operating after suspension, 5 for OUI, one for violation of bail, 2 for operating without a license and one for illegal attachment. Officers assisted other departments 29 times and assisted motorists 32 times. There were 10 calls for disturbances with an arrest for criminal threatening and another arrest for a sex offender violation. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department has responded to 78 calls this year, 21 less than last year. The department was called out twice for an unauthorized burn on Annabessacook Road where large piles of brush and debris were being illegally burned. The owner tried to obstruct the use of fire equipment and was arrested. A Forest Ranger summonsed the owner and the Department of Environmental Protection will be looking into violations because of the proximity of wetlands. There was a vehicle fire on the Rt. 126 causeway at Tacoma Lakes, an electrical panel fire in North Monmouth, and a garage fire in Wales. The department is planning to reactivate the fire horns on the North Monmouth Station. The department is asking $195,000 for the Heavy Rescue truck and will trade the 2 older trucks (Engine 1 and 4). Firefighter Matt Quirion is moving to Virginia and Firefighter Justin Bakaian will rejoin the department. Pastor Kim has become the new department chaplain.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported on the violations on the Annabessacook Road property involved in the illegal burning of debris. The land on the corner of Rt. 202 and 132 will be leveled, grassed in, and sold. No Dunkin’ Donuts for Monmouth. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that Center beach floats will be pulled out this week. The Town received a check for $2,849 as a dividend from Workers’ Comp in recognition of our “good management practices and sound loss prevention measures”. 
Selectmen approved the contract with Winthrop Ambulance for 2015-2016 at $8.25 per capita, a slight increase from last year.
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
