Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the September 16 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that the new Ford SUV has been delivered and would be getting set up this week and ready for AppleFest. During August, officers responded to 214 calls for service, conducted 122 traffic stops that resulted in 8 summonses or arrests. There were 14 noise complaints (7 for fireworks), 30 citizen assists, and 38 other department assists.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that Engine 2 participated in the 150th Great Fire Anniversary Parade in Augusta. On October 4 from 9am-2pm there will be an Open House at the fire station. During Fire Prevention Week the department will be at the Cottrell School teaching 8 classes for Pre-K, K, and grade 1. October 10 is Breakfast with Sparky from 7-10am.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew had been paving all week doing Wilson Pond Road, Hanson’s Woods Road, Welch Avenue, Ridge Road, Prescott Hill Road, and Cemetery Road. Storage of winter sand has begun. 
Selectmen appointed Amanda Kinsey to the Economic Development Committee. 
During the public hearing on Transfer Station fees it was proposed that transfer station permits would be used to allow free disposal of 2 tires, one Freon appliance, and $10 worth of demo during the year. The free Spring Clean-up Day would be eliminated. There would be no charge for small items in demo. Signs will be posted to show fees for big items. Permits will be available at the Town Office for residents and tax-payers. Permits will also be given when vehicles are registered, as they are now.
During a workshop on the summer recreation program it was proposed that the North Monmouth Beach be leased to the Town for the summer with life guards on duty and swim area markers put out with the possibility of a swim float. The summer swim programs at the Center Beach had 142 kids and adults participating.
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
