At the October 28 meeting, Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that 6 Cottrell School students, winners of the coloring contest, received rides to school in fire trucks. This month fire fighters who took the 3 month Basic Fire School will be graduating. 
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that a recent department meeting involved training on Federal and State law updates. Officers were completing firearms training with Winthrop Police Department officers. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he will be taking training classes during the winter. The old school house on Rt. 135 will be turned into a residence. Owners are jacking it up to put a cellar and foundation under it.
