Monmouth Selectman’s Notes 
At the November 10 meeting, Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that 460 kids in costumes were given treats on Halloween. The sale of hamburgers and hot dogs raised about $500 for the Firemen’s Auxiliary. Basic Fire School is finished. This month’s training will involve cold weather operation and chimney fires. Because of a leak in the air filtering system that let dust enter the engine, Engine 86 experienced an engine failure and the engine needs to be rebuilt. The cost is estimated to be about $25,000 which will covered by the truck’s warranty, or by town insurance, or reserve funds.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that all snow fences are up, plows and sanders are ready to go, and all trucks have been serviced for the winter. New floats for the Cochnewagan boat launch will be built over the winter. They will be larger than the old floats. A 50/50 grant will be applied for to extend the length of the underwater ramp for boats. Damaged sections of the ramp have been repaired. A voucher system has been begun for demo items brought to the Transfer Station to eliminate the need for a Free Spring Cleanup Weekend.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that officers’ mandatory training for the year is completed. Officer Parcells received instructor’s training in the use of batons so that he can train other officers. A new body camera has been purchased because the old one failed. The $900 cost may be reduced by a grant from Kennebec County. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]A special selectmen’s meeting was held on November 18 to deal with the Engine 86 repair costs and to sign a warrant for a public vote on the use of reserve money in case the engine repair is not covered by warranty or by town insurance. Getting this piece of emergency equipment back in service as soon as possible is considered a necessity by selectmen.
