Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the December 9 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that during October and November officers responded to 347 calls for service. They conducted 195 motor vehicle stops and issued 19 criminal summonses or arrests. Six were for operating after suspension, 5 for OUI, 4 for possession of drugs, one for possession of a firearm by a felon, one for failure to obtain a Maine license, one on a warrant, and one for speeding 30+. They responded to 10 accidents, 4 thefts, made 8 welfare checks, made 41 citizen assists, assisted other departments 64 times, and responded to 24 animal complaints as well as to numerous other citizen complaints.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he is attending classes on changes in the State building codes. The Planning Board is working on making State mandated changes to the Shore land Zoning Ordinance.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the old F-450 truck was sold to the highest bidder for $12,500. While the weather holds, the crew is using the new chipper to clean up roadsides. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that the companies that built the 2011 firetruck (Ferrara and HME), that had to have its engine rebuilt, have received letters from the Town attorney requesting that they take responsibility for the damage to the engine caused by the faulty air filtration system, and that they assist in paying for the cost of the rebuilding of the engine. A letter was sent to Time Warner Cable requesting that they honor their agreement to add 5 miles of cable service to Monmouth. Maine Municipal Association, our employee health insurance supplier, has proposed a 6.25% increase for 2016.
At our next meeting on December 23, there will be a public hearing on the warrant article to spend up to $25,000 from the Town’s fund balance to pay for repairs to the 2011 firetruck. If the claims filed against the companies responsible for this expense are paid, the money will be restored to the fund balance. Voting on the article will take place on Tuesday, January 5, 2016.
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
