Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the December 23 meeting, Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he and the planning board continue to work on the State mandated Shoreland Zoning Ordinance. He also continues classes toward recertification.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that Breakfast with Santa and the Toll Road successfully raised money for the Fireman’s Auxiliary. There have been 116 calls this year, with 12 calls in December. Five members of the department’s firetruck committee visited the Ferrara plant in Holden, Louisiana. They saw the assembly line in operation with about 2 dozen trucks of all kinds in all stages of assembly. They examined 164 pages of specifications for the fire trucks and made needed additions and deletions to the specs. Final copies will be sent to the committee for approval before construction of the trucks begins in late January or early February. An ultimate inspection of the trucks will be done at the Ferrara plant this summer before delivery is made. After undergoing a engine rebuild Engine 86 was found to need to have the pump repaired. It was believed that the extended use of the truck and pump under very adverse conditions at the AD Electric fire likely caused the overheating of the pump. Tanker 85 was also sent for repairs to the supports for the tank. Both trucks are back in service. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew continues to work on cutting roadside brush. The crew helped during the Cottrell-Taylor Christmas Project which this year provided Christmas dinners, gifts, and clothing for 68 families and 100 children in Monmouth.
Town Manager Curt Lunt thanked all those who participated in the Down East magazine contest for the best town in Maine. Monmouth was one of 16 communities selected to participate but had to compete with Bethel in the first round. He reported that construction at the Cochnewagan boat launch is projected to begin in May to have work completed before summer use begins.
Voting on spending up to $25,000 for the repairs to Engine 86 will take place on Tuesday January 5, 2016. It is important that this pass since otherwise the money will need to come from the Fire Department’s budget and will leave them needing to cut many items needed for their operation.
