Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the April 29 meeting, the North Monmouth Community Church, during an award ceremony, recognized the Monmouth Police and Fire Departments for their efforts to make Monmouth a safe community. 
The Spirit of America Foundation Award for 2015 was presented to the Cottrell-Taylor Christmas Basket Project. In December 2014 this group of volunteers provided Christmas gifts and dinners to 70 needy Monmouth families (270 people). Henry Cottrell began this annual project 51 years ago. Charlene Cunliffe led this mission for 44 years. Now, Laurie Gifford, Linda Baker, and Penny Robertson are the leaders.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that a suspect responsible for 30 burglaries, some in Monmouth, was caught. Officer Wessling will be the next officer to take the Crisis Intervention Course. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that 10 permits were issued during April with a total value of $472,000 and fees of $2,400 collected. The Town has acquired a lien on the Rt. 202 property that has an illegal junkyard in order to collect penalties and legal fees.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department has responded to 42 calls for the year. 25 firefighters worked to test 14,000’ of fire hose. The fire truck headsets, purchased with a $15,000 grant from the Stephen King Foundation, were installed. These will improve communication and reduce the possibility of hearing loss when using the pumpers. Members will be receiving training in new fire fighting techniques.  
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that road postings were taken down. Banners and flags were put up on Main Street. Clean up weekend will take place at the Transfer Station during May 16 and 17.
