Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the May 13 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that during April officers responded to 191 calls for service, conducted 125 motor vehicle stops that resulted in 17 traffic tickets and 6 criminal summonses or arrests. There were 10 accidents with 3 summonses for leaving the scene. Officers assisted citizens 22 times and other departments 21 times. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that street sweeping is done. Five Adopt-A-Highways were cleaned up. Gravel roads were graded and calcium chloride was spread to reduce dust. Cochnewagan and Annabessacook Lake dams were closed. Road engineering studies of Gilman and Packard Roads were begun as the first step toward paving. The gasoline tank at the Town Garage needs replacement because of its condition. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that during the fire on South Monmouth Road 200,000 gallons of water were used. 50-60 firefighters from 9 departments took part. There were no injuries other than to the man in the bucket whose welding started the fire. There were many explosions, collapses, and much hazardous smoke and small brush fires. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that 2 permits will be going before the Planning Board. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that there will be a Public Hearing on the Town Budget at Cumston Hall on May 27 (the next selectmen’s meeting). The contract for Winthrop Ambulance service will be for $8.25 per resident or $34,000. Monmouth’s Kennebec County assessment will be reduced by $16,000 to $365,000. Town spending is at 89% and revenues at 99% with 6 weeks of the fiscal year remaining.
