At the May 27 meeting, Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the road grader and a crew member had been loaned to Winthrop Public Works, since they have no grader. In return, Winthrop will send its excavator and a crew member to Monmouth, since we have no excavator. This has been done for a few years. The railroad has removed the beaver dam in the culvert on Cochnewagan Lake, thus lake residents will not have to deal with flooding again this year. 976 vehicles used the Transfer Station on Clean-up Weekend. 112 had no Transfer Station permits and some were actually unregistered vehicles. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that 161 people attended the Memorial Day breakfast fund raiser. 30 members of the department and auxiliary took part in its preparation and serving. 90% of the department members have completed the Pulmonary Function Testing to be able to use airpacs.
