Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the June 10 meeting, selectmen were informed that all articles on the town warrant had passed. The RSU 2 budget passed in Monmouth and in all other towns in the RSU. Sandi Schiller was elected selectman replacing Harold Jones. Ed Zuis was elected to the RSU 2 board replacing Leanne Burnham and Kris Sanborn was reelected as a library trustee. 
This year’s Town Report was dedicated to Polly McDougald and Lloyd McCabe. Both honorees were at the meeting and their dedications were read aloud to attendees. 
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that all officers passed their yearly firearms testing. (One reserve officer was working and couldn’t take the test.) The department will be holding Taser training. Officers participated in the Special Olympics Torch Run and the chief participated in the Special Olympics Donut Eating Contest, coming in third this year. The contest is to see which officer can eat 2 donuts the fastest, not who can eat the most donuts.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the town will be repossessing a building across from the North Monmouth Church (formerly called the Willing Worker’s Hall). It will be secured and put out to bid. Eighteen permits were written in May with a value of $300,000 and fees of $2,000 collected. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy thanked citizens for their vote to replace 3 older firetrucks with 2 new ones. A truck replacement committee will be formed. Firefighters will be training with ladders and search and rescue. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew is cutting roadside brush and working on gravel roads. Six CMP poles on Berry Road will be replaced. An old 1,000 gallon gasoline tank at Town Garage will be replaced with a double wall tank at a cost of $8,600. The police department, RSU minivans, and Public Works equipment gets their fuel from this tank at a reduced cost to the town.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that a grant will be applied for to repave the Cochnewagan boat launch area. The Town Office will be closed June 30 (closing the books for the fiscal year), July 6 (Fourth of July), and July 15 (motor vehicle training).
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
